The article applies synergistic interdisciplinary approach to the analysis of problems of
divergence in the economies of Ukraine and the EU, to evaluate the present state and key problems
of implementing the Association Agreement between Ukraine and the EU in terms of the socio-
economic modernization of this country.

The thesis about slow, partial (only in certain segments), unsystematic overcoming of
divergent trends by Ukraine, which appeared in the first years after signing the EU-Ukraine
Association Agreement, is substantiated. In particular, there are clear trends of divergence
between Ukraine and the EU in the areas of social development, personal security, rule of law,
some civil and political rights and freedoms, which is primarily due to insufficient effectiveness
of European integration reforms, lack of consensus in the political elite and society with regard
to "Road map" of modernization, consequences of Russian aggression and the ongoing armed
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conflict in the east of Ukraine. At the same time, moderate convergence trends in areas such as
social inclusion and innovation have been identified.

It is proved that Ukraine still has a strong social foundation for economic modernization
breakthrough. In terms of social parameters, Ukrainian society is significantly more powerful than
the modern Ukrainian economy from the viewpoint of meeting basic human needs, social
components of the quality of life and healthy environment. In particular, in terms of the level and
dynamics of innovation, Ukraine is ahead of all post-Soviet member states of the Eastern
Partnership and even Romania as an EU member state.

It is argued that the Ukrainian Government still monitors mainly the formal fulfilment of
the Action Plan on implementation of the Association Agreement between Ukraine and the
European Union and its member states for the years 2018-2024 without analyzing the Action
Plan's impact on the institutional effectiveness and indicators of Ukraine’s socio-economic
development. Under such conditions, certain indicators of the Action Plan implementation may
give a misconception about the real dynamics of the convergence / divergence process of
Ukraine and the EU. This requires improved strategic monitoring of the implementation of the
Association Agreement.

THE INTERDEPENDENCE BETWEEN PRODUCTION MANAGEMENT AND

In turn, the management of the production activity applies the general management
knowledge in the field of production of the industrial unit, in order to properly manage resources
and adapt production to market requirements. (Cotelnic, 2003, p.4).

Here we must make some clarifications regarding the principles of organization of
industrial production, which involve a set of economic and technical-organizational measures,
regarding the establishment, provision and coordination of means of production and labor in
such a way that the manufacture of products to be carried out in the best conditions.

The scientific organization of the production process in industrial enterprises must
ensure through the methods and techniques of organization used the observance of some basic
organization principles: (Cotelnic, 2003, pp.23-24)

1) The principle of proportionality emphasizes the need for certain proportions in order
to ensure continuity and rhythm in the organization of the production process depending on the
productivity of the workers or the efficiency of the machine.

Failure to comply with this principle and therefore non-compliance with the necessary
numerical proportions between different groups of workers or machine systems leads to the
appearance of narrow places or surpluses at the level of different production links. New
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technologies and changes in the organization of production lead to changes in the productivity
of groups of workers or in the efficiency of groups of machines, which require the operational
adaptation of such measures to restore the necessary proportionality between them. The
proportionality coefficient can be calculated as the ratio between the minimum and maximum
productivity. The size of this coefficient must tend towards unity.

2) The principle of rhythmicity expresses the requirement to ensure the necessary
conditions that allow the repetition at well determined intervals in accordance with the cadence
of manufacture of the same works, at the same jobs.

3) The principle of parallelism in the organization of production consists in the
simultaneous execution of different parts of a product or products, as well as of different parts
of the production process - phases, operations, stages. In the conditions of a superior
organization of the production, the development in parallel of the different phases or operations
imposes as a necessary condition the existence of a certain synchronization in their execution
in order to obtain at the fixed terms the finished production.

4) The principle of the straight line - that in the design of the technological process to
ensure the shortest way in the passage of different raw or auxiliary materials from one section
to another.

This presupposes that the flow of materials has a continuous character, to be as short as
possible, avoiding turns, opposite directions or intersections. The coefficient that characterizes
this principle is the coefficient of the straight line, which is calculated as a ratio between the
optimal size of the road to be traveled in order to achieve the technological process and the
actual size. The size of this coefficient must tend to one.

5) The principle of continuity consists in ensuring the development of the production
process without interruptions or with interruptions as small as possible in time, on all phases of
the production process. In general, the result of the interaction of logistics with production
management is manifested by a comparison of the traditional and logistical approach in the
process of organizing production (Figure 1).

At the same time, the logistical approach also advances certain requirements towards
production management, such as:

- the possibility of a lower degree of complexity of the product and maximum simplicity
of its design;

- a greater number of technological operations performed in a single job, minimizing
the time of preparatory and final operations;

- small batches of machined parts, minimizing their processing expectations at the
workplace;

- lower interoperable stocks.

The interaction between production management and logistics is also determined by the
duration of the main production cycle. Reducing production time and technology cycle is one
of the main logistics tasks for those companies that apply the concepts of ”JIT” (just in time)
or "LEAN production”.

However, if large stocks of finished products are created in the company's distribution

networks, then it is not necessary to impose a reduction in the duration of the production cycle.
This is how the relationship between internal production and external logistics manifests itself.

In the case of JIT production systems, by scheduling the production a communication is
made regarding the production to be carried out both inside the enterprise and outside it, to the
suppliers. Better production scheduling contributes to improving the company's ability to meet
customer requirements by reducing inventory levels by operating in smaller batches.

There are several production planning tactics in JIT systems:

1) communication of production scheduling to suppliers;

2) elimination of waste;

3) use of the ”Kanban” technique;

4) production in small batches;

5) performing, after each operation, a control of the part to make sure that it is good.

In turn, LEAN production means identifying the value perceived by consumers by
analyzing all activities that lead to the realization of the product or service and then optimizing
the whole process from their point of view. The major difference between JIT and LEAN
production is that JIT is a philosophy of continuous improvement by focusing on an
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organization's internal efforts, while LEAN production focuses primarily on consumer
requirements.

It should be noted that the application of the LEAN production concept requires the
observance of 4 basic principles:

1. Activities must be fully specified in terms of time, content, sequence and outcome.

2. Each customer-supplier contact, both inside and outside, must be clearly defined by
specifying the persons involved, the methods, the durations and the quantities of goods or
services provided.

3. The flows of products and services must be simple and direct, ie the goods and
services will be directed directly to the people or machines where they are needed.

4. Any improvement in the system must be made in accordance with the “’scientific
method” at the lowest level of the enterprise.

The LEAN system requires that the activities, connections and flows of bag parts
subassemblies be monitored so that any problems are autocratically detected. Therefore, JIT
insists on continuous improvement of processes and products, LEAN production on
understanding consumer requirements and on lifelong learning, staff development in a specific
assembly line environment.

The transition of an enterprise to LEAN production is difficult. Building an
organizational culture in which learning and continuous improvement of performance as norms
is a great challenge. However, companies that focus on JIT, quality and staff development can
be considered as LEAN. LEAN production companies adopt a philosophy of minimizing waste
through their efforts for improvement through lifelong learning, creativity and teamwork.

In the efforts of an enterprise to adopt the LEAN production system, some essential
attributes can be used to verify and determine the degree of adaptation to this type of production.
These attributes can determine the extent to which an enterprise has implemented the LEAN
system.

The following are some key attributes: (Militaru, 2008, p.188)

v" Selection / separation - keep only what is necessary and remove the rest from the
production area. Items without value are identified and removed. By eliminating them, the
available space is created and the flow of activities can be improved.

v" Simplification - the use of methods or tools to improve business flows and reduce
waste. Ergonomic elements or those of labeling and visual presentation of information are taken
into account, in order to be easier to use when the production area is needed.

v" Cleanliness - maintaining a clean production environment by eliminating dirt and
toxins.

v' Standardization - eliminating variations in processes by developing standard
operating procedures. The use of standardized equipment and tools can reduce training time
and costs. Training and improvement of work teams to deal with problems that occur in the
production area.

v" Support/ self-discipline - regular review to identify employee efforts and their proper
motivation;

v' Safety - developing a set of good practices to ensure safety in the workplace in the
company.

Identifying ways in which waste can occur and developing effective measures to
eliminate or reduce waste is a challenge for all businesses. These include:

» Overproduction - occurs more than customers order or earlier than delivery times;

» Queues - unused time, storage and waiting for parts, their subassemblies or finished
products to be processed, assembled or delivered;

» Transport - the movement of raw materials between factories, jobs, production
centers and their handling several times;
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» Stocks - raw materials that are not needed, production in progress or finished
products stored;

» Movements - the movement of people or equipment that does not add value;

» Defective products;

» Unnecessary processing - performing additional operations, which do not add
value, are unnecessary and are a waste for the organization.

In conclusion, if production processes involve activities that do not add value from a
consumer perspective, then they are a form of waste for the enterprise.

Of particular importance for the interaction between production management and
logistics is the planning function, which has acquired integrated features in this context.

The objectives of planning in these areas are quite diverse, but the main ones can be:

+ providing services to customers in accordance with their business strategy;

+¢ supporting the necessary speed of goods flow, stimulating sales by delivering
products to the market on time, as well as minimizing expiration costs;

+* minimizing costs for deliveries, production, physical distribution;

+* minimal use of the company's assets, etc.

In conclusion, we could argue that the common features of both production management
and logistics could be merged through logistics management.

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BUDGET DECENTRALIZATION: SOCIO-ECONOMIC SIGNIFICANCE
AND ITS IMPACT ON LOCAL BUDGETS

The article explains the concept and the essence of budget decentralization, summarizes
some changes in the budget legislation of Ukraine and the peculiarities of the introduction of
budget decentralization at the present stage, the essence and the significance of the reform for
Ukraine as a state with pro-European views. Positive and negative tendencies of budgetary and
financial decentralization are characterized, the basic problems of the formation and the
effective use of budgetary funds at the level of the regions, the sources of the incomes and the
orientation of the expenses of the local budgets are investigated. The role of local taxes and
fees in the filling of the local budgets, the dynamics of their growth compared to the previous
vears is analyzed. The main problematic issues that create risks for the systematic completion
of the reform, including the reform of the administrative-territorial system, are identified,
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because despite of the positive dynamics and noticeable results of the reform in the direction of
the unification of the territorial communities, a number of negative factors are presented.

Key words: budget decentralization, local budgets, interbudgetary relations, budget
regulation.
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Problem statement. The concept of the reforming of the local self-government and
territorial organization of power has firmly established a vector for decentralization processes
in Ukraine. Since the main tool for the socio-economic policy that is the budget, the fiscal policy
must promote the sustainable and effective economic growth. Therefore, the issue of budget
decentralization is relevant, because it is one of the key conditions for the effective operation
of local authorities. The problem of the redistribution of the powers and financial resources
between the central and local authorities and self-government is acute and relevant, because in
modern realities the socio-economic policy of the state should be aimed at building the best
fiscal relations to ensure the budget mechanism in the country.

Analysis of recent researches and publications. The process of decentralization and the
issue of redistribution of powers and financial resources at the present stage are the focus of
many scholars. In particular, in their researches, T.V. Salo, S.M. Frolov study the level and
features of decentralization of the financial system; determining the role of local budgets and
their interaction with the state budget, the effectiveness of the reform of the budget system are
devoted the researches of 1.0O. Lyutyi and V.M. Oparin. There is a need to analyze and study
the impact of decentralization on the formation of the budgets of the united territorial
communities, as well as the use of the budget funds at the regional level. This problem remains
unresolved and therefore it requires the further research.

The purpose of the study is the impact of decentralization on the formation of the fiscal
policy of the united territorial communities.

Presenting main material. One of the main features of a democratic state is to ensure the
growth of the well-being of each individual member of the society, and one of the main
prerequisites for its development is to ensure the legal, organizational and financial autonomous
system of local self-government (Posnopsypkenns KaGinery MinictpiB Ykpainu IlIpo
cxBanenns Konuenii ..., 2014). Ukraine is steadily focusing its efforts on the implementation
of the European integration course, on the fulfillment of the international legal obligations,
including the matter of the development of the local and regional democracy. That is why the
further democratization of the society and the simultaneous decentralization of the power on
the basis of the subsidiarity were and remain the priority areas in the development of Ukraine
as a European country (Pedopma nerentpanizaii, 2020).

Decentralization is considered as a restructuring or a reorganization of the government,
resulting in a system of the shared responsibility of the institutions at all levels of the
government (central, regional, local) in accordance with the principle of subsidiarity, which
increases the quality and efficiency of the governance and people's participation in the
economic, social, policy decisions and ensures the transparency and efficiency of the
implementation of these decisions (UNDP, 2014).

Budget decentralization is the process of transferring the authority (functions,
competencies and responsibilities) from the central government to the local one (Hagimo
nenenrpamizaiisn?, 2020). One of the significant steps towards budget decentralization was the
introduction of the amendments to the Budget and Tax Codes of Ukraine, according to which
(bromxernuii Koneke, 2010; [TonatkoBuii Kogeke, 2010; Po3nopsimpkenns Kadinery MiHicTpiB
Yxpainu [Ipo cxBanenns Konnemii ..., 2014; 3akon Ykpaiau [Ipo BHECEHHS 3MiH 10 TESIKHX
3aKOHO/ABYUX aKTIB ..., 2017; 3akon Ykpainu [Ipo micueBe camoBpsimyBaHHS..., 1997): the
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independence of the local budgets has been expanded due to the possibility of their adoption
regardless of the adoption of the state budget; the local budgets have about 50 sources of income
in order to increase the solvency of the communities; the balancing system was replaced by the
budget equalization system; the distribution of funds from the education and medical
subvention for the transfer of transfers to local governments has been assigned to the line
ministries; the redistribution of the expenditure powers by the public authorities and the local
governments on the principle of the subsidiarity was put into practice; the incentives for the
territorial communities to unite and transition to direct inter-budgetary relations with the state
budget have been introduced.

The government's goal is to create a system in which the available financial resources
must work effectively for Ukrainian citizens. The reform gives the budgets of the United
Territorial Communities (UTC) additional powers and appropriate financial resources. In cities
of regional significance 60% of personal income tax (PIT), 100% of property tax (real estate,
land, transport), 100% of single tax, 100% of excise tax on retail trade (tobacco, alcohol,
petroleum products), 100% of the income tax of UTC communal property institutions, 100%
of payments for the provision of administrative services, 25% of the environmental tax, other
fees and charges, intergovernmental transfers and revenues within the limits of programs and
benefits are remained (Yka3 Ilpesunenta Ykpaiau [Ipo Ctparerito cTajoro po3BUTKY ...,
2015).

At the same time, UTC budgets, in addition to expenditures for the exercise of self-
government powers, finance the expenditures delegated by the state for their implementation,
for example, for the maintenance of public institutions: education, culture, health, sports, social
protection and social security (Yka3 IIpesunenta Ykpainu IIpo Ctpaterito ctanoro po3BuTky
..., 2015). The expenditures of the budgets of ununited communities are limited to finance the
costs of exercising self-government powers, as they are deprived the right to perform functions
that can be delegated by the state to perform local self-government.

In addition, UTC budgets participate in the horizontal equalization, which is carried out
for one tax - PIT. To increase their fiscal capacity, UTC budgets, which have a revenue level
below the Ukrainian average of 0.9, are provided with a basic subsidy. A reverse subsidy is
transferred from UTC budgets that have a revenue level above 1.1 in Ukraine. The budgets of
non-consolidated communities do not participate in the horizontal equalization of tax capacity,
and no basic subsidy is provided to them (AnanmitTnyna qomoBias..., 2018). According to the
Budget Code, for UTC budget the following inter-budget transfers as basic subsidy, educational
subvention, medical subvention, other subventions and grants are provided. The budgets of
ununited communities will not receive intergovernmental transfers from the state budget
(bromxetnuit Kogekc, 2010).

To exercise their powers, UTC councils have the right to make local internal and
external borrowings (including by obtaining loans from international financial organizations)
(3axon Ykpainu IIpo micueBe camoBpsyBaHHs. .., 1997). Local councils of ununited villages
cannot make any borrowings. Local councils of cities of district significance may carry out
local internal and external borrowings only by obtaining credits (loans) from international
financial organizations. Thus, the newly created UTCs provide a change in approaches to
funding, which, first of all, will allow local communities to use funds more efficiently. That is,
the introduction of a new model of financial support for local budgets is to expand the rights of
local authorities, the sources of their formation, giving them full budgetary independence and
creating a real basis for the exercise of their powers (®pomnos ta Bomina, 2009).

Full-fledged development of Ukraine in the conditions of budget decentralization is
impossible without the formation of financially provided local self-government bodies. The
Law of Ukraine "On Local Self-Government in Ukraine" stipulates that "local budgets must be
sufficient for the implementation of local self-government powers granted to them by law and
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provide residents of relevant communities with quality public services" (3akon Ykpainu [Ipo
MiCIleBe caMOBpsAyBaHHS. .., 1997).

Over the last five years, there has been a significant increase in total local budget
revenues (Figure 1). With the beginning of the realization of the problem, the amount of
revenues to local budgets increases every year: in 2014 it amounted to UAH 68.4 billion, and
in 2019 it amounted to about UAH 267 billion (Haimo neuentpanizamis?, 2020).

If during 20132015 the main part of the revenues of the general fund of local budgets
was occupied by transfers, then since 2016 the share of transfers was more than 30%, and the
main part began to be own resources (more than 60%), the volume of which has increased
almost since the reform 2.5 times (from UAH 68.6 billion in 2014 to UAH 170.7 billion in 2017
and UAH 260 billion in 2019).

The effective levers of the impact of the financial decentralization on local government
budgets in Ukraine are the reduction of the share of subsidies in their composition for the study
period (from 96.3% in 2014 to 57% in 2019), the number and volume of loans provided by the
State Treasury temporary cash gaps (from UAH 28.1 billion in 2014 to UAH 0.1 billion in 2017
and UAH 0.25 billion in 2019), which indicates the strengthening of the solvency of local
budgets since the adoption of the reform of Local Government (Hasimo nenenrtpanizaris?,
2020).

The amount of total budget support to local authorities for the development of territorial
communities and the development of their infrastructure in 2019 amounted to UAH 84.1 billion,
which is 168 times higher than in 2014 (UAH 0.5 billion). These funds were used to implement
a significant number of projects to support local and regional development, as well as socio-
economic development projects, which allows, with the support of leading state resources, to
implement their own development strategies (Piunmii 3Bir..., 2020).

In 2014, Ukraine preferred the model of decentralization "to communities" rather than
"to regions", which in turn fulfilled an important task for the national security. The results of
the fiscal decentralization demonstrate the following number of positive trends:

1. Ukraine has entered the group of the most financially decentralized European states.
Local budgets exceeded 15% of Ukraine's GDP and account for more than 51% of Ukraine's
consolidated budget (AnaniTuuHa qOMOBIE. .., 2018).

2. More than 1,000 united territorial communities (UTCs) have already been
established, primarily in rural areas, which for the first time in all the years of independence
received direct budget funding for their own infrastructure (1.5 billion in 2017, 1.9 billion in
2018, 2.1 billion in 2019) (AHaniTHYHA AOTIOBib..., 2018).
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3. Tax revenues to local budgets have increased. During January-April 2019, revenues
to the general fund of local budgets of Ukraine (excluding intergovernmental transfers)
amounted to UAH 84.1 billion and increased compared to the same period in 2018 by 21.5%,
which indicates an increase in the interest of local governments in increasing revenues to local
budgets, implementing measures to find reserves to fill them and increase the efficiency of the
administration of taxes. The largest share in local budget revenues is occupied by revenues from
personal income tax - UAH 49.4 billion, or 58.7% of total local budget.

4. The role of local taxes and fees in filling local budgets has increased. A significant
tax source for filling local budgets is the fee for land (12.1%). The increase in land fee revenues
was due to: expansion of areas for which a monetary valuation of land was conducted;
conducting an inventory of land plots provided for use, lease; indexation of normative monetary
valuation of land; revision of concluded land lease agreements and the amount of rent
(AHanmiTH4HA TOMOBIfb. .., 2018).

5. The financial capabilities of local budgets have increased. The state strategy of
regional development for the period up to 2020, adopted in 2014, fixed the key state priorities
in regional development, in particular - the formation of a single Ukrainian space and increase
the competitiveness of the regions. The adoption of the Law "On the Principles of State
Regional Policy" and the Article 24-1 of the Budget Code of Ukraine created a European system
of strategic planning of regional development and conditions for its stable and transparent
financing (bromkernuit Komeke, 2010; IlocranoBa Kabinery MinictpiB Ykpainu Ilpo
3aTBepKeHHs JlepkaBHoi cTpaTerii ..., 2014).

6. Introduction of new types of intergovernmental transfers. In 2019, transfers in the
amount of UAH 261.4 billion were transferred from the State Budget of Ukraine to ensure
expenditures allocated to local budgets. Such transfers include a basic subsidy (UAH 10.4
billion), a social protection subvention (UAH 79.3 billion), an education subvention (UAH 70.4
billion), and a medical subvention (UAH 56.1 billion) (Piuawii 3BiT..., 2020).

7. Annual increase of investment resources of local budgets. In 2019, the volume of
capital expenditures amounted to UAH 99.8 billion, which is 9.5% more than in the 2018. The
share of capital expenditures of local budgets in the total (general and special fund together)
increased against 2018 by 1.6 % and is 17.6% (in 2016-2017 the share of capital expenditures
was 15.0 %, in 2015 year - 11.5 %, and in 2013 - 2014 - only 6.5 and 6.2 %, respectively)
(Piunwii 3BiT..., 2020).

Despite of the positive dynamics and noticeable results of the reform in the direction of
the unification of territorial communities, there is a number of problematic issues that create
risks for the systematic completion of changes: the need to create a constitutional basis for
reforming the territorial organization of government and local self-government; the need for
legislative regulation of the new system of administrative-territorial organization; the
“delaying” of the process of voluntary association of territorial communities and the need to set
deadlines for the implementation of these actions; incompleteness of the development of
perspective plans of the formation of territories of communities of regions; creation of a
significant part of UTCs without taking into account the requirements of the methodology
regarding their capacity, which leads to the emergence of a small number of UTCs with low
resource potential; lack of proper support for the establishment and functioning of OTGs by
district administrations, local councils and local elites; unresolved problems of practical
application of the provisions of the legislation on voluntary accession of territorial
communities.

The disadvantages of the mechanism and procedure for voluntary accession to the
territorial communities of cities of regional importance are: contradictions in the provisions of
the Law of Ukraine “On Voluntary Association of Territorial Communities” regarding the
initiation of voluntary accession; impossibility of holding additional elections of deputies upon
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joining the rural, settlement territorial community to the city UTC; the need to streamline the
regional governance and a clear division of powers between district executive bodies and UTC
local governments. As the number of UTCs increases, so does the number of districts, whose
territory is fully or predominantly covered by formed communities; lack of proper staffing of
local self-government bodies of UTC, insufficient qualification of local self-government
employees to perform new functions; the need to regulate the mechanism of distribution of
common property of territorial communities of the district between several UTCs, which fully
cover its territory, as some objects of common property serve the territorial communities of the
whole district; imperfection of the legal regulation of the institution of the headman of the
village, settlement, in particular the mechanism of assigning the duties of the headman until his
election in the first elections; the need to introduce the mechanisms to control the legality of
the decisions of the local governments and the quality of the administrative and social services
provided to the population by the state executive bodies and the public (IIpo cxBanenus
Konnenuii pedopmyBanns..., 2014; Ilpo BHeceHHS 3MiH 3aKOHOAaBYMX..., 2017
Posnopsmxenns KabGinery MinictpiB Ykpainu [Ipo cxBanenns Konnenuii pe¢opmyBaHHs. . .,
2014; IIpo BHEcCeHHS 3MiH J0 JACSIKUX 3aKOHIB..., 2017; UNDP, 2014).

The Conclusions and prospects for further researches in this area. The study found
that in order for a community to be able to perform its tasks, it must have the appropriate amount
of financial resources needed to cover its own costs. The principle of the financial independence
is key in the formation of the budgets of the local governments.

The success of further decentralization depends on the solution of certain tasks, the most
important of which are: 1) the presence of the political will of the executive and legislative
branches of the government to implement the real measures in decentralization; 2) the
completion of the formation of the regulatory framework for decentralization in accordance
with the international standards; the improvement of the normative-legal regulation of the
system of inter-budgetary transfers; 3) the legislative consolidation of endowment of the local
authorities with powers on the principle of subsidiarity, which will allow them to respond to
changes in public demand for local public goods and services; 4) the division of powers between
the central and local authorities, which eliminates their duplication, taking into account that the
granting of rights without responsibility creates conditions for the development of the
corruption and misuse of budget funds; 5) the creation of a clear model of budgetary relations
and the administrative-territorial structure by carrying out the administrative-territorial reform;
6) the ensuring of transparency of decisions and activities of the local authorities and its
accountability to the population; 7) the increasing of the quality and efficiency of the social
policy - the creation of the Unified Centers of the Social Services, the setting of standards for
the financing of the social services in accordance with the existing standards, the confirmation
of a single list of the basic social services which are free of charge for the vulnerable persons,
etc; 8) the objective and impartial monitoring and control over the course of decentralization,
which should be carried out by the politically impartial institutions; 9) the distribution of the
responsibilities between the officials directly involved in decentralization, the determination of
the procedure of the prosecuting for the improper performance of the duties during this process;
10) the involvement of the foreign specialists and independent experts, in order to provide the
advisory assistance and control in the matters of decentralization in order to implement the
effective foreign experience while adapting to the specifics of the Ukrainian state.

The process of giving greater financial independence to local communities should be
carried out gradually and comprehensively, accompanied by the further democratization of the
administrative apparatus, administrative reforms and using the experience of the leading
European countries. It is worth remembering that decentralization of the government is, first of
all, the creation of a system of joint responsibility of the authorities at all levels.

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TRANSFORMATIONAL RECONSTRUCTIONS OF THE SYSTEM OF THE
ECONOMIC SECURITY OF UKRAINE

The scientific article states that the implementation of measures to ensure economic
security, as a key element in the structure of national security, is a fundamental factor in the
existence of Ukrainian statehood, which in turn requires the creation and operation of the
relevant system. The current state of the system of economic security of the state does not allow
to effectively counteract the existing and potential threats, and to create conditions for the
stable functioning of the domestic economy. A necessary step for this is the involvement of
representatives of international non-governmental organizations and domestic scientific
institutions specializing in the study of problems in the economic sphere. Proposed to conduct
a systematic audit of the effectiveness of the economic security entities, in order to determine
the need for their further reorganization.

Key words: economic system, economic security, threats of economic security, economic
indicators.
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Problem statement. Today, Ukraine is a direct participant in the events that change not
only Europe but the whole world. Unfortunately, our country has found itself at the epicenter
of the geopolitical transformations, which have resulted in its violation of its territorial integrity
and inviolability by the Russian Federation, and have provoked a number of economic
challenges. Under such conditions, the issue of studying the institutional and legal aspects of
the transformation of the national system of economic security and all its elements becomes
especially important.

The analysis of the recent researches and publications. Such scientists, as:
Tymoshenko O., Vlasyuk O., Sak T., Sukhorukov A., Malishko V., Chubukova O. and others,
devoted their research to the study of the processes of formation of the system of economic
security of the state and the development of its areas. At the same time, most scholars do not
pay enough attention to the need for the institutional and legal transformational constructions
in the system of the economic security of our state.

The purpose of the article. The purpose of the article is to outline the shortcomings of
the domestic system of counteracting threats to the economic security of Ukraine and to
determine the institutional and legal framework for its transformation in accordance with the
modern realities.

The presenting of main material. An important role in the national security system of
any country is given to economic security as the basis of the well-being of the nation. The
national legislation declares that the state policy in the spheres of national security and defense
is aimed at the ensuring military, foreign policy, state, economic, informational, environmental,
and cyber security of Ukraine (3akon Ykpainu I[Ipo HamionansHy 6e3mnexky Ykpainu..., 2018).
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However, to date there is no legislative definition of the term "economic security", which opens
the way for its interpretation by the scientists.

According to the minds of the native scientists as I.F. Binko and V.T. Shlemko,
"economic security is a state of the national economy that allows to maintain the resistance to
internal and external threats and is able to meet the needs of the individual, family, society,
state" (Illnemkxo Ta binbko, 1997). At the same time, V. Mutrian claims that the economic
security is a national set of the measures aimed at the constant and stable development of the
state economy and includes a mechanism for counteracting the internal and external threats
(MymnTistH, 1999). Such a set of the measures should be implemented by the system of the
economic security formed in the state. The analysis of the scientific works showed the lack of
a holistic approach to the definition of the term "economic security system". Thus, most
scientists proceed from the general scientific interpretations of the concept of "system". D.M.
Zhylin considered the system as a set of the elements arranged in a certain sequence, in the
corresponding definite order, which has the integration properties (Kunun, 2004). In turn, V.N.
Sadovsky, defines the system as organized in a certain way by many elements which are
interconnected and form some holistic unity (Camosckuii, 1974). The researcher O.Y.
Chubukova defines the system of the economic security as a complex integrity and, at the same
time, the separation of the various interconnected subsystems and elements that interacts with
the environment as the unity and is separated from it. (UyOykoBa Ta Boponkosa, 2014). In turn,
S.I. Urba refers to such elements objects (economic resources and factors of production),
subjects (authorities, society), threats (negative factors), indicators (indicators) (Yp6a, 2017).
In our opinion, the system of the economic security is a set of the integrated, constantly
interacting and interconnected elements and subsystems that ensure the balanced existence of
the interests of the individual, society and state through the monitoring, detection
(identification), neutralization or minimization of the negative influence of the internal and
external threats to the economic sovereignty.

The creating and the ensuring of the functioning of the system of the counteracting threats
to the economic security of the country is one of the key factors in the ensuring of the state
security. The analysis of the effectiveness of its operation allows to identify the existing
shortcomings, to determine the ways to eliminate them, increase the effectiveness of the
detection, prevention, termination, real and potential threats (risks) for the economic security
of the state.

To assess the effectiveness of the system of the response to the threats to the national
economic interests, the native scientist M.M. Shevchenko (IlleBuenko, 2015) proposed a
system of the criteria for the following indicators: effectiveness (the ratio of planned resource
costs to actual consumption); efficiency (the ratio of the resources that were expected to be
spent with the actually consumed ones); quality (a measure of the compliance of the actual
results with the requirements and expectations put forward to them); adequacy (the ratio of the
resources and costs in the relation to the state response to the threats to the national interests).

Interesting in theoretical terms is the approach proposed by P.M. Dmytruk (Amutpyx,
2013) to identify and respond to threats to economic security at the regional level by compiling
a threat passport, which can be extended to the national level. The researcher proposes: at the
first stage - identification and determination of parameters of threats to economic security, at
the second stage - monitoring, forecasting, quantification of the consequences of threats to
economic security, at the third - design, detailed development of the scheme to reduce threats
to economic security, at the fourth stage state regulation of economic security through a system
of expert assessments (for example, on a 10-point scale, the maximum score is 10, the minimum
one is 1). The assessment has to correspond to such criteria as the reliability and validity of the
information on the level of the economic security; the completeness and accuracy of the prompt
identification of the factors that have a negative impact on the economic security; the quality
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of the economic-engineering grounds of the adopted management's decisions. According to the
author, this, using the arithmetical mean, allows you to assess the effectiveness of the system
as a whole, as well as its particular indicator. However, in our opinion, the threat passport
proposed by the scientist is a static document that does not correspond to the requirements of
modern realities, which are characterized by the high dynamics of changes in all spheres of the
country's life. And the implementation of such an assessment by the scientists also doesn't take
into account the functions of the authorities as for the monitoring of the threats to the economic
security, in particular, their quantitative and qualitative assessment of the threats to the
economic security, the development forecast, as well as the clarifying of their hierarchy.

The up-to-date state of the system of counteracting to the threats of the economic security
is quite precisely defined in the analytical report of the National Institute for Strategic Studies:
“Ukraine's national security system has proved to be incapable of the effective resisting to
Russian aggression. The security and defense sector as the main component of the national
security system is still not fully formed and is not ready to act as a single functional structure.
(AHaniTu4Ha 10MOBiAb. .., 2018). The main reason for this is that the approaches to the planning
and development of the economic security system are largely outdated and are implemented
inconsistently. The successful reformation and improvement of this system are possible only
on the basis of clear legal regulation of its composition, structure and functions. Also, the
system must be effectively integrated into the system of the international and regional security
as an integral part of them.

At the same time, we cannot fully agree with the opinion of some scholars (Pe3nikoga,
0.0., pen., 2015) as for the need to intensify the transfer of the experience of the EU countries
in the creating and functioning of the European security system in practice by the strengthening
of the cooperation with the Eurozone countries and adapting the national legislation, as their
political, economic and geopolitical situations are radically different from the similar ones in
Ukraine. The immediate hybrid threats and risks from the Russian Federation, the systemic
institutional problems of the post-Soviet past, in our deep conviction, are the determining
factors that cause the fundamental differences in the reforming of the system of the ensuring of
the economic security. However, the practice of the responding to the global threats that have
a multidimensional nature and the economic consequences (for example, caused by COVID-
19) can be applied in the national security space.

It is important to note that in Ukraine the state system of the counteracting to the threats
in the field of the economic security is in a permanent state of the formation. In particular, the
indicators of the state of the economic security have a recommendatory nature and are not
included into any document of the economic security legislation, the creation of a unified
system of monitoring, analysis, forecasting and decision-making in the field of the economic
security is ignored. At the same time, a single strategic level document has not been developed
up to now, which will define the legal basis for the establishment and operation of the system
of the response to the threats in the economic sphere, the list, the powers, the order of the
interaction of the actors of its ensuring, the indicators, their thresholds in the quantitative and
qualitative terms. The National Security Strategy adopted in 2015 (Pe3nikoBa, O.0O., pex., 2015)
turned out to be a purely declarative document that did not take into account the existing
realities, the provisions of which, although were reflected in the adoption of the tactical plan
documents (Posnopsikenns KaGinery MinictpiB Ykpainu [Ipo cxBanenns Enepretuunoi
crparterii..., 2017, Posnopsmxenns KabGinery MinictpiB VYkpainun Ilpo cxBanenns
Crparerii..., 2019), but they have not found their effective implementation. At the same time,
the adopted target program documents lead to incoordination of efforts to achieve the set goals
and duplication of functions of individual entities, form a selective approach to the program
goal, on the principle of "what they could do", scatter limited material resources. In the
conditions of the absence of common understanding and mutually agreed approaches of the
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executive bodies to counter the threats to the economic security, the measures defined in the
target programs are actually reduced to simple duplication of direct functional tasks or measures
aimed at solving urgent problems of these bodies and relevant areas. Given the above, the main
factor that determines the lack of a comprehensive state system for responding to threats to
economic security, in our opinion, is the institutional weakness of state strategic management
and planning, which leads to measures to respond to existing and potential threats in manual,
"fire" mode.

This, in our opinion, is due to frequent changes in the geopolitical vector of Ukraine's
development (multi-vector policy 1991-2004, pro-European policy 2005-2010, pro-Russian
policy 2010-2013), and hence the lack of a sustainable systemic approach to the formation of
directions of state institutions, including in the field of economic security. This clearly
demonstrates the chaos in the adoption of guiding regulations, as the main provisions of the
"Sustainable Development Strategy Ukraine - 2020" approved on January 12, 2015 (Yka3
[Ipe3unenra Ykpainu IIpo Ctparerito cTamoro po3BUTKY..., 2015) are not based on the
National Security Strategy of Ukraine, as the latter was approved later, namely September 14,
2020 (Yka3 [Ipesunenra Ykpaiau [Ipo pinienns Paju vamionaneHoi 6e3nekd. .., 2020). In turn,
the fundamental strategic document is the Law of Ukraine "On National Security", adopted on
June 21, 2018 (3akon Ykpainu [Ipo Hamionaneny 6e3neky Ykpainu..., 2018). Thus, not only
the logic of preparation and approval of these documents is violated, but also the multiplicity
of priority tasks is artificially created. The implementation of structural reforms by the
Sustainable Development Strategy is seen as a prerequisite for raising living standards in
Ukraine, and among the priorities are deregulation, business development and tax reform
(Pesnikxosa, O.0., pex., 2015), while the National Security Strategy, in terms of ensuring the
economic component economic relations. (Yka3 Ilpe3unenra Ykpainu Ilpo pimenns Paan
HaI[lOHAJILHOT Oe3mekH. .., 2020).

In practice, the subjects of economic security are deprived of a centralized vector, which
should be set by the Law of Ukraine "On National Security", the Strategy of Economic Security
and the relevant target programs. A significant number of entities, whose activities are regulated
by dozens of regulations, is a negative factor that makes it impossible to organize and
implement systematic, adequate, targeted measures to respond to existing and potential threats
to economic security.

In this situation, the main principle of the reforming of the sphere of the economic security
the principle of systematization should be, which means that the subsystem of the economic
security of Ukraine is considered as a single object of forecasting and planning. The activities
of its subjects should be aimed at obtaining, in accordance with their competence, the
information on the current state and the presence of the threats to the economic security.
Another problematic issue is that Ukraine's economic security is still based on the principle of
the responding to the deviations from the safe levels, that is the methodology of the passive
security is used. Thus, the measures to respond to the threats are taken "post factum" after their
occurrence. This approach leads to the loss of the possibility of timely detection and appropriate
response at the stage of their origin. This is complicated by the fact that the subjects of the
economic security ignore the prognostic component in the process of making the certain
decisions. For example, the monetary policy of the National Bank of Ukraine led to the
revaluation of the hryvnia by more than 30% in 3 years. The lack of the forecasting of the
economic consequences has led to the fact that in the context of the restrictive measures to
combat COVID-19, due to the unjustified strengthening of the national currency, the additional
economic costs were incurred by the exporting companies, which, in turn, negatively affected
the production and foreign economic indicators of the economic security.
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Taking into account the above, it is advisable to take the following measures:

1. With the involvement of the representatives of the international organizations and the
native scientific institutions to analyze the state of the economic security system, in order to
determine its critical vulnerabilities, the effectiveness of the responding to the existing and
potential threats, the need for their transformation. In particular, this approach is used in the
UK, where the Government Office for Science acts as an independent arbiter on the theoretical
and technical issues of the risks assessment. The examination of the final results of the
assessment is carried out by the group of the scientists - advisors. (Pe3nikosa, O.0., pen., 2020).

2. To provide the organization of the simultaneous external (involving the representatives
of the expert community) and internal (by the forces of the subject) audit of the state of
involvement subjects (law enforcement agencies, public authorities and local governments,
research institutes, etc.) into the ensuring of the economic security. The key points of the
assessment should be the ratio of the completeness and adequacy of the implementation of the
statutory tools to the modern threats in the economic sphere, the ratio of budgetary resources
spent on the maintenance of the subject to his level of the impact on the economic security.
Based on the result of the analysis, adjust the quantitative composition of the subjects of the
economic security.

3. To adopt a new version of the Law "On National Security" as a basic document for the
long term. The Law should define: the concept of the economic security, its components and
indicators; the priority areas of economic security; a list of the economic security actors and
functions related to its components. In our opinion, it is expedient to include not only the law
enforcement bodies, but also the state institutions that implement financial and economic
policy: The National Bank of Ukraine, The Ministry of Finance, The Ministry of Economic
Development, Trade and Agriculture.

4. Taking into account the fact that the National Security and Defense Council involves
in the analysis of the information the officials and the specialists of the executive authorities,
government agencies, scientific institutions, enterprises and organizations of all forms of
ownership (3akon Ykpainu [Ipo Pagy namionansnoi 6e3neku..., 1998 ), it is considered to be
appropriate to expand the powers of the Main Situation Center of Ukraine, which will
accumulate and generalize the information on the current state of Ukraine's economic security,
the trends of its deterioration or improvement, the external and internal factors that will affect
it, including the changes in the geopolitical space, the monitoring of the situation in the foreign
commodity and financial markets, the information on the state of the corruption, the organized
crime, the activities of the native financial-industrial groups. The data for the needs of the center
must be granted by the ministries, by the National Bank of Ukraine, by the State Statistics
Service of Ukraine, by the National Commission for State Regulation of Financial Services
Markets, by the law enforcement agencies, by the Foreign Intelligence Service (in the terms of
the changes in the external environment), by the local governments. An analytical report should
be prepared on a quarterly basis (in case of the urgent need - immediately), which will be
approved at the meeting of the National Security and Defense Council. The undoubted
advantage of this approach is the use of the multifaceted analysis of a wide range of specialists,
the efficiency and dynamism in the process of preparing the proposals for the adjustments into
the economic security policy, the working out of the possible scenarios of changes in the
security environment, the responding to the potential and existing challenges and threats. At the
same time, in our opinion, the pluralism of the assessments provides the opportunities to obtain
a broader information and analytical base, and to develop on its basis an effective mechanism
for the implementing the state policy to combat the threats to the economic security.

5. It is an extremely important step to ensure the communication and the mutual
compliance to the Law of Ukraine “On the National Security” as a long-term document, adopted
on its basis “National Security Strategy” and “Economic Security Strategy” as the medium-
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term documents, and approved by the Cabinet of Ministers of Ukraine the forecasts of the
economic and social development of Ukraine, and the relevant target programs as the short-
term documents, which will aim, if to be implemented, to neutralize the identified threats to the
economic security. At the same time, it is necessary to determine the order of control and
establish the responsibility for the implementation of the planned measures. However, the
adoption of the best standardized documents in any field, without complying with their
provisions - is meaningless. Taking into account, that in Ukraine the issue of the assessment of
the effectiveness of the implementation of the documents in the field of the economic security
is not provided by the current regulations, it is considered to be appropriate to include in the
norms of the Economic Security Strategy the procedure for analyzing the effectiveness of the
realization of the planned tasks by the economic security entities, and the using of the measures
of the reaction, in case of the detection of the unfoundedness of their non-fulfillment.

Such an algorithm can provide a harmonious balance of the national and departmental
approaches to the formation of the development strategies of each entity and the sector of the
subsystem of economic security as a whole. This, in addition to the organizational aspect, is a
real tool to reduce the level of the threats to the economic security in some areas. In particular,
the actual implementation of these policy documents will result into the innovative development
and the development of the strategically important industries that would take into account the
current global trends of the changes in the technological patterns, and will be an important tool
for the national interests in the economic sphere, and reduce the threat of the prevalence in the
structure of the export of the raw materials, with its further replacement by the high-tech
products.

The Conclusions. Thus, on the basis of the conducted research it was found out, that in
the modern conditions the ensuring of the economic security of the state largely depends on the
availability of the effective system for responding to the existing and potential threats, and it
will also allow to coordinate the functioning of its individual elements. It is determined that
today in Ukraine there is a need for institutional and legal measures to transform the economic
security system.

COMPETITION CONDITIONED STRATEGIC DECISION MAKING BY TOURISM
ENTERPRISES IN UKRAINE

The article is devoted to the disclosure of theoretical and methodological foundations and
development of practical recommendations for strategic tourism management in Ukraine. The
main components of an effective strategy in the field of tourism are identified as well as the
main levels of tourism development and appropriate tools for implementing this development.

The authors have analysed the process of strategic decision making by enterprises in the
field of tourism in a competitive environment. The strategies of tourism enterprises should be
the basic provisions creating a hierarchical system with intertwined elements. This system
should be in line with the national strategy for the development of tourism in Ukraine,
combining macro-, meso-, and micro-levels.

The ratified Programme of the sphere of tourism development of Volyn region exemplifies
the practice of development and realisation programme and strategy by local authorities in the
field of tourism. It has been concluded that coordination and control over the implementation
of the Programme remain unsettled. Apart from the development measures and sources of
funding the strategies for tourism development in the regions of Ukraine should also provide
appropriate mechanisms for control, monitoring and reporting.

The study of tourism has shown that this industry is currently experiencing at the stage
of development, which is due to the long process of reforming Ukraine's economy. In this
connection, the author has proposed the following measures aimed at withdrawing the tourism
sector out of development: achieving European and world parameters of the balance of service
quality and prices for these services, development of market mechanisms in the field of tourism,
development of tourism in a mixed form of ownership, raising funds from the tourist structures
independently, as well as bank loans and investments; development of an investments protecting
mechanism, including the foreign ones, creation of a favourable tax policy to support tourism
development, intensification of environmental activities to create normal living conditions and
environmental safety of the territory, creation of programmes and further prognosticating the
sphere of tourism development

THE CURRENT STATE AND PECULIARITIES OF TOURISM MANAGEMENT
DEVELOPMENT

The article is devoted to the development of theoretical issues pertaining to the analysis
of current state and trends in tourism management development, the disclosure of opportunities
and prospects for the development of tourism, as well as the formation of scholarly and
methodological prerequisites for its management development.

According to the ratified Strategy for the development of tourism and resorts by 2026
the coordination of mechanisms and tools with the direct strategy for the development of
tourism in Ukraine has been explicated. The state regulation mechanisms of the sphere of
tourism development, as well as the development of tools for the implementation of
governmental strategy have been accordingly systematised. The organisational and economic
mechanism of securing the Ukrainian tourist industry development has been suggested in this
article.

The main directions of tourism management development have been established. The
investigation of the development functions of tourism allowed estimating the predominant role
of economic, social and ecologic functions.

The main principles for the development of tourism management have been established.
Tourism is considered to be a system with internal and external environment. The internal body
of tourist industry is represented by its organisational structure, personnel, marketing and

finance whereas the external one includes political, economic, social, natural, and
technological parts.

The formation of efficient system and development of tourism management is essentially
predetermined by tourist destination, possible only when supported by all tourism stakeholders.
The article analyses the leading world practice of tourist destinations with successfully
implemented principle of state and private partnership.

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The paper examines the cyclical and structural changes in world trade that affect its
development and dynamics.
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It is determined that each of the stages of development of international trade is
characterized by certain factors and development trends; features that reflect the level of
internationalization of production and the role of international trade in the development of
national economies, priority methods of regulating foreign trade by most countries.

The study of the dynamics of world trade since 1800, taking into account its general
upward trend, has identified a certain cycle of its development, which at different times was
caused by changes in the structure of productive forces, development of new technologies,
actions and factors of political and military nature.

The fluctuations obtained as a result of the study have different durations and reach the
lowest points of fall and the highest points of growth of world trade at different intervals. The
most stable in terms of frequency and amplitude of fluctuations in world trade are the periods
from mid-1850 to the First World War and 1950-1974. The most critical is the period 1915-
1938, for which cyclical fluctuations in world exports are characterized by the highest
amplitude. Also, statistical analysis of the data allows to determine the cyclical development of
the world economy and its synchronicity with the cyclical fluctuations of world trade with the
definition of certain cycles equal to 15-18 years.

The current stage is characterized by a slowdown in world export growth. In 2009, the
decline in economic activity was the largest among all global recessions. The data show that
trade is not even keeping pace with world production growth, and over the past eleven years
its average rate has been 2.2% (with the exception of strong surges in 2010-2011) against
3.07% of world GDP growth.

The lack of trade dynamism in the last ten years is explained by the weakness of aggregate
demand, especially in the euro area. The slowdown in world trade is also linked to the
completion of the integration of China and Central and Eastern Europe into the world trading
system. The third explanation is the increasing appeal of countries around the world to
protectionist measures in international trade in order to stabilize national economies. Many
countries have temporarily abandoned normal trade conditions and opted for a more restrained
format of mutual trade with other countries.

Determining the prospects for the development of the world economy and international
trade, WTO experts provide a range of forecast forecasts for 2020 - from 5% to 11% and from
8% to 20.4%, respectively.

MODERN PATTERNS OF DEVELOPMENT HIGHER EDUCATION
INTERNATIONALIZATION

Summary. The article is devoted to the study of modern transformations taking place in
the international mobility of students due to the spread of higher education internationalization.

It is substantiated that the internationalization of higher education is an important
determinant of higher education development, national economies, and the like.

The objective of the work is to determine the regularities and intensity of the development
of internationalization in different countries and the features of the national policy on attracting
foreign students.

It is determined that higher education internationalization has become an important
component of the development of many countries that differ in their level of socioeconomic
development. The author of article analyzes the current trends in the development of
international student mobility, identifies the features of attracting different countries to the
processes of academic mobility, and determines the factors of choosing applicants in favor of
international education.

The multidimensional nature of the phenomenon of internationalization is proved, in the
study of which there is a need to use multidimensional estimates. The proposed methodological
tools by author for the quantitative assessment of the level of development of
internationalization of higher education includes an index of national higher education system
internationalization, the use of which allowed to quantify the process of internationalization of
higher education., To identify patterns of development of this process in dynamics, and their
intensity.

1t is substantiated that from the macroeconomic point of view, foreign students are an
important factor in influencing the country's balance of payments, the development of the
national labor market, the national educational system, and innovative development. Students
who have received higher education abroad become an important source of development for
the countries of origin, on the terms of the return of such students to their motherland. It is
determined that modern universities develop strategies for internationalization of higher
education actively, attracting foreign students, which contribute to the development of the level
of international universities competitiveness, providing its financial stability of its development.

1t is proved that in response to the annual growth in the number of foreign students who
are sent to highly developed countries, national governments and universities of these countries
will direct their efforts to find new ways and arrangements to attract foreign students to study,
including using the tools of migration policy. The main directions and methods of attracting
foreign students are defined.

DEVELOPMENT OF INTERNATIONAL TRADE IN THE CONTEXT OF
GLOBAL VALUE CHAINS TRANSFORMATION IN THE COVID-19 PANDEMIC

The article examines current trends in international trade, comparative analysis of the
commodity structure of exports of the world, identifies the features of the transformation of
global value chains in the growing confrontation of free trade and protectionism in foreign
trade and under the influence of the global pandemic.

Key words: global value chains, multinational enterprises, international trade,
COVID-19 pandemic.

In modern conditions of prevalence in the world economy of multinational enterprises,
characterized by significant volumes of capital exports in the form of foreign direct investment,
there are new factors in the development of international trade. Strengthening the role of capital
exports not only does not lead to a reduction in trade in goods, but, on the contrary, contributes
to the growth of international trade. The location of TNCs' production facilities in different
countries has led to a significant increase in trade in intermediate goods and services. As a
result, the share of components in world trade was about 60%. The main activities of TNCs are
currently concentrated in the field of high value-added services (be33y6uenko Ta JlapmeHko,
2018). All parties involved in global value chains benefit, face different risks and challenges,
especially in the context of the latest trends in the global pandemic.

The aim of the study is to determine the features of regionalization of international trade
in the context of the transformation of global value chains in a pandemic.

Investments of foreign capital in the economies of other countries are carried out, as a
rule, in export industries, which increases the degree of specialization of these countries in the
world economy, leads to increased supplies of their goods to the world market. The world
supply of goods to the world market has a significant regional structure. Economies of North
and Central America; Europe; and South, East, and Southeast Asia export mostly manufactured
goods. Economies in other regions mainly specialize in commodities, with the exception of
Brazil, South Africa, Nigeria and several North African countries. Major fuel exporters are
located along the north coast of South America, Central and North Africa, and West and Central
Asia.

In Africa, primary commodities accounted for three-quarters of merchandise exports, in
developing America for half, and in Asia and Oceania for only a quarter. African exports are
dominated by fuel (43%); in developing countries on the American continent (21%) exports are
food.

Developing regions show significant differences in their trade with the rest of the world.
In 2018, exports of goods to developing countries in the Asia-Pacific region (Asia and Oceania)
exceeded the value of imports by 7%. This trade surplus was due to exports and was partially
offset by a deficit in other commodity groups. In Africa, the structure of trade was quite
different: imports of manufacturing were three times higher than exports. Developing
economies on the American continent have smaller trade deficits than countries in the African
region, and show relatively high net food exports.

To analyze the comparison of the extra-trade structure of different regions of the world
with the participation of countries geographically included in these regions, a coefficient of
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similarity of structures was calculated, which indicates that the greater the deviation of
structures from each other, the smaller the value he will take. The similarity coefficient is

The similarity coefficients of international trade commodity structures were calculated for
such regions of the world as Africa, America, Europe, Asia and Oceania in 2009 and 2019
(Table 1).

The calculated indicators of the structure confirm the assumption made about the
influence of regional features on the structure of their merchandise exports. Thus, the
commodity structure of American exports is characterized by the dominance of the component
"machinery and transport equipment", which accounts for 46% of the region's merchandise
exports, other commodity items are much smaller. The component of commodity exports —
"machinery and transport equipment" also occupies the largest share in the structures of
commodity exports of Asia and Oceania and Europe, in contrast to the African region, where
this share is only 5%. On the contrary, the commodity structure of Africa is characterized by a
significant dominance of the component "fuel" (Fuels) (53% of commodity exports of the
region), the ratio between fuel and machinery and transport equipment here is 10: 1.

Based on the data in table 2, the following values of structure similarity coefficients were
obtained.

Based on the calculations, it can be concluded that the most similar product groups in the
structure of international trade in 2009 are the European and American regions, which differ
from each other by 12%. Also very similar to them is the region of Asia and Oceania, which
differs from them by only 13%. The commodity structure of exports of the African region
differs most from them. If we talk about the commodity structure of Africa's international trade,
the closest to it in the structure under consideration is the commodity structure of American
exports (52%). In general, the calculated coefficients indicate significant differences between
the structures of commodity exports of Africa and other compared regions. To assess the
development and changes in the structure of international trade by region of the world, a similar
comparative analysis was conducted based on the results of 2019.

The calculation of the coefficients of similarity of commodity structures of exports was
carried out for the same regions of the world (Africa, America, Europe, Asia and Oceania) in
2019.

The calculated indicators of the structure confirm the trends that were characteristic of
international trade in these regions 10 years ago on the fact that the most different from other
commodity structure of international trade in the African region. However, there have been
some changes: in the African region, the share of fuel exports in the structure of merchandise
exports decreased by almost 10%, and the share of exports of industrial goods and machinery
and transport equipment increased by 9% and 4%, respectively. Thus, in the commodity
structures of exports of America, Europe, Asia and Oceania, the share of the group "machinery
and transport equipment" decreased in favor of increasing the groups "industrial goods" and
"chemical industry". However, the component of merchandise exports - "machinery and
transport equipment" also occupies the largest share in the structure of merchandise exports of
America, Europe, Asia and Oceania, while in Asia and Oceania it is much larger than others.
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Based on the data in table 3, the following values of the similarity coefficients of the
structures were obtained (Table 4).

Based on the calculations, we can conclude that in 10 years there have been some changes:
now, the most similar product groups in the structure of international trade are the European
region and the region of Asia and Oceania, differing from each other by 14%, remains very
similar to them The American region differs from the European region by 17%, from the Asian
region by 20%.

The most different of all is also the commodity structure of exports of the African region,
but the gap has narrowed. If we talk about the commodity structure of Africa's exports, the
closest to it, of the regions under consideration, is the commodity structure of American exports
(35%). In general, the calculated coefficients indicate the persistence of differences between
the structures of commodity exports of Africa and other regions, which were compared, but
with significant reductions in differences.

World trade volumes will fall in 2020 due to the coronavirus epidemic by 13-32%, experts
of the World Trade Organization (WTO) predict (WTO Annual Report, 2020).

According to SeaNews, a decline in trade is expected in 2020 in almost all regions, with
exports from North America and Asia suffering the most. Exports from the CIS countries are
projected to suffer less, as they are mainly energy sources, the demand for which is more or less
stable, according to the WTO. The most significant decline in turnover is expected in segments
with complex value chains, primarily such as electronics and the automotive industry. Exports
of services will also be affected by restrictions imposed on coronavirus to transport and move
people.

Trade is expected to resume in 2021, but it will all depend on the duration of the epidemic
and the effectiveness of the measures taken.

For the last forty years, production processes around the world have been organized into
so-called global value chains (GVCs), which provide a large number of supplier countries,
which are many components of which raw materials and intermediate products come to the
assembly and production of goods, after which the finished product is sent to the address of end
users, also located in different countries (bynartoa, 2018).

One of the central links in the global value chain is China, which acts as a major
producer of various industrial goods and components and at the same time - as the largest
consumer of raw materials. China also has many manufacturing and assembly plants. Today,
China, along with Japan, the United States and the European Union, forms the core of the global
production network, being primarily the largest manufacturer of parts and components for
global electronics brands such as Apple, Intel, Sony and others.

An outbreak of coronavirus infection in Hubei Province in December 2019 forced
Chinese authorities to impose tough measures to curb the spread of the virus, expressed in
restricting the movement and interaction of people, which in turn led to the closure of
production sites. As a result of measures to curb the epidemic in January - February 2020, there
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was a serious decline in Chinese industrial production — in the first two months of 2020, Chinese
production decreased by 13.5% compared to the same period last year. This decline in industrial
production in China is unprecedented — neither the outbreak of SARS in 2002-2003, nor the
financial crisis of 2008-2009 did not cause such a sharp decline in production (3¢ dexruBHBIC
CTpaTeruy Ha MOTpeduTenbckoM peiake Kuras, 2019).

The decline in China's production activity will inevitably affect the supply of raw
materials and components that play an important role in the functioning of HLSV. The
unprecedented decline in production in China has also caused a significant reduction in
international trade. Thus, according to the Main Customs Administration of China, the
reduction in imports and exports of China in January — February 2020 compared to the same
period last year was 4% and 17%, respectively. At the same time, among the goods that showed
the largest decline in exports and imports in general, are primarily products such as equipment
for automatic data processing, processors and other components for electronics, as well as
textiles.

The decline in China's manufacturing activity and declining exports will inevitably
affect other countries that are consumers of Chinese products and are the next links in global
value chains. The largest decline in Chinese exports in January - February 2020 compared to
the same period last year is primarily in countries such as the United States (-27%), Germany
(-24%)), Italy (-18%), Spain (-15 %) and France (-15%).

The current situation is characterized by a significant degree of dependence of the
production cycle on imported components. Thus, according to the Federal Statistical Office of
Germany, about a quarter of raw materials are imported, with 10% of all imported materials
coming from China. Germany's greatest dependence on imported raw materials is observed in
the production of electronics and computers and in the textile industry.

However, the current trade relations of some major players in the global production
process, which are characterized by a certain degree of tension, given the spread of the
pandemic and its economic consequences continue to deteriorate, which can not but affect the
GVCs as a whole. Thus, the latest monthly US trade data show a sharp decline in imports of
US computer and telecommunications equipment, car bodies and trailers, as well as textiles and
other products involved in global value chains (I'mo6anbHbIi SKOHOMUYECKUH TOpsAA0K. CMeHa
napaaurmsi?, 2019).

Negative impact on the investment market of closure of industrial enterprises and a
decrease in consumer demand (first, the enterprises themselves are closed, then there is a
decrease in demand from consumers, who are on the following levels of numerous GVCs). If
other global centers of supply chains face a similar trend, the cumulative effect of bottlenecks
and declining consumer demand could significantly increase the risk of global production
entering a recession and cross-border supply chain disruptions.

According to the International Monetary Fund, there is currently the largest outflow of
capital from developing countries, estimated at $ 83 billion USA (World economic outlook
reports, 2020). Although foreign direct investment (FDI) is usually less volatile, experts say
COVID-19 will have a significant impact on the investment market. Thus, the UNCTAD
forecast for 2020-2021 allows for a reduction in global FDI of 30-40%.

Thus, the collapse of demand and production in developed countries and the outflow of
capital from emerging markets are expected to have far more long-term negative effects than
temporary supply disruptions caused by the COVID-19 pandemic.

Nationalization or regionalization of world production processes as one of the ways to
eliminate the effects of the economic crisis can reduce the degree of diversification of suppliers
and limit opportunities for countries with developing economies.

According to the United Nations (UN) and other multilateral political institutions, the
most appropriate way out of the crisis is to adopt a coordinated global strategy.
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COVID-19 has demonstrated that existing production outsourcing models, based solely
on cost minimization, inventory reduction, and asset utilization, are inefficient in the current
environment.

At the same time, the high degree of nationalization or regionalization of supply chains
is associated with the risk of further declining diversification of suppliers in the global
economy, as well as reduced opportunities for developing countries in terms of integration into
GVCs to access international trade, human capital and research. knowledge. This development
will cause significant damage to the industrialization of developing economies and will hinder
the socio-economic progress of these regions, which has been achieved in recent years.

UNCTAD is also studying the impact of the pandemic on global value chains, and
according to its analytical forecasts, global value chains (GVCs) have also been hit hard by the
COVID-19 crisis. Several articles recently published in VoxEU warned of the danger of
retreating from globalization in the economy and of the radical reduction of the existing
transnational production apparatus. But COVID-19 is not the only factor in these radical
changes. The crisis caused by the pandemic is superimposed on the previous serious challenges
faced by the transnational production system in connection with the new industrial revolution,
the expansion of economic nationalism and the need to balance development.

The UNCTAD World Investment Report (WIR20) not only summarizes the impact of
COVID-19 on foreign direct investment (FDI), but also looks to the future in terms of the
potential evolution of the international manufacturing system over the decade 2021-2030. The
authors of the report try to offer a comprehensive analytical framework to identify possible
ways of development and solutions in the field of economic policy (World Investment Report,
2020).

UNCTAD has been analyzing foreign direct investment and the activities of
multinational corporations for 30 years. During this time, international production has
experienced twenty years of dynamic growth, and then ten years of stagnation. Cross-border
flows of investment in tangible production assets stopped growing in the second decade of the
XXI century, the dynamics of trade weakened, and exchange within the global value chains
(GVCs) even decreased (Trading for Development in the Age of Global Value Chains, 2020).
The decade that ends in 2030 could be a decade of change in international production.

Trends in trade and investment have three main aspects: the degree of fragmentation
and length of the supply chain (short to long), the geographical distribution of value added
(concentrated or dispersed) and the decisions of multinational corporations in the field of
control that determine trade with independent counterparties or implementation direct
investment.

Depending on the initial configuration of international production - it will approach one
of the four trajectories.

Diversification will lead to a greater spread of economic activity. First of all, it will
concern the sphere of services and production with a high share of production in GVCs.
Regionalization will limit the physical length, but not the fragmentation of supply chains. The
geographical spread of value added will increase. This trajectory will be followed by regional
processing industries, some industries with a high share of GVCs and even the primary sector.

The effect of replication will be to reduce the value chain and change the configuration of
the production stages. This will lead to an increase in the geographical spread of activities, and
to a greater concentration of value added. Thus, according to experts, the following changes in
the activities of GVCs can be identified:

- reduction of value chains and reduction of their fragmentation;
- higher concentration of value added;
- supply chain management, based more on platforms, with small assets;
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- abandonment of global - in favor of regional - and even functioning at a lower level -
supply chains;

- pressure to reduce global foreign investment, aimed at improving efficiency, in favor
of regional investment, market-oriented;

- in some industries, the abandonment of large-scale investment in favor of distributed
production on a smaller scale;

- further development and fragmentation of value chains in the service sector;

- increasing the role of economic stability and national security in the diversification of
GVCs;

- the transition from investments in GVCs to cross-border investments in infrastructure,
national services, as well as the "green" and "blue" economy (environmental, including
the seas), due to the need for balanced development. (Trading for Development in the
Age of Global Value Chains, 2020).

The potential benefits of transforming GVCs include the ability to attract investors
interested in diversifying sources of supply, as well as the need to build backup capacity and
economic sustainability. The volume of regional investments focused on the market will
increase. Reducing value chains will lead to increased investment in mass production and
production of finished goods, which will be accompanied by an increase in industrial potential
on a large geographical scale and the creation of clusters. But digital infrastructure and
platforms will enable the development of new applications and services, as well as facilitate
upward access to GVCs.

To meet these challenges and seize the opportunity, it is necessary to change the trajectory
of investment development. The focus should shift from export-oriented and cost-effective
investments in highly specialized GVCs areas to a broader export-oriented strategy that spans
regional markets and regional industrial clusters.

In addition, there is a need to shift the focus from value-for-money competition to
differentiated investments that are flexible and resilient. The favoritism of large industrial
investors with "large infrastructure" in favor of smaller manufacturing enterprises and services
with "small infrastructure" may be less.

Thus, the processes of regionalization of international trade, which take place in a growing
confrontation between the principles of free trade and protectionism in foreign trade, leadership
in foreign trade of multinational enterprises, and the global pandemic will significantly affect
the transformation of global value chains.

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FORMATION AND REGULATION OF PUBLIC DEBT PROBLEMS IN UKRAINE
IN THE CONTEXT OF DEBT SECURITY

The article is devoted to the study of current features and trends in public debt formation
in Ukraine and on this basis reasoning recommendations for resolving public debt problems in
the context of debt security. The indicators of the dynamics and structure of the domestic and
external public debt of Ukraine are analyzed, the level of the state's solvency in terms of official
foreign exchange reserves are assessed. The risks that cause uncertainty of further prospects
for the development of the situation in the field of public debt of Ukraine have been identified.
Taking into account the international experience of public debt management and ensuring
financial security, the main areas for improving the debt policy in Ukraine are outlined.

Key words: public debt, public debt management, domestic and foreign debt, debt policy,
debt security.
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Public debt nowadays is an integral part of the financial systems of the vast majority of
countries and, given the efficient use of borrowed funds, is rather an efficient tool for
implementing the economic strategy of the state. The sensitivity of the national economy to the
size of public debt depends on many factors, including the level of financial market
development, the quality of its infrastructure, the level and historical dynamics of debt, the
ability of government and central bank to solve the most acute problems of public debt
management.

Alongside it, in recent decades the tendency of increasing dependence of the world's
economies on domestic and foreign borrowings has been observed, which potentially increases
the risk of debt crisis and reduces the level of debt security. The World Economic Forum
identifies the current high level of countries’ debt as one of the most significant global risks.
According to the International Monetary Fund, the level of debt burden is particularly
significant in those countries whose financial sectors are systemically important for the global
economy, reaching 250% of GDP. Moreover, according to Global Financial Stability Report
(International Monetary Fund, 2018), over time, there is an increase in the corresponding level
of debt, as far as in crisis year of 2008 it averaged 210%.

Theoretical and empirical aspects of study of the public debt formation and service, debt
policy implementation and countries’ debt security assurance are presented in the scientific works
of foreign and Ukrainian scholars such as T. Vakhnenko (Vakhnenko, 2007; Vakhnenko, 2015),
O. Vlasyuk (Vlasiuk, Shemaieva and Londar, 2016), J. Keynes, A. Laffer, S. Londar (Londar,
2016), LO.Lyutyy (Lyutyy and Zykova, 2019), L.Merenkova (Merenkova, 2018),
O. Novosiolova (Novosiolova, 2013), D. Ricardo, A. Smith, V. Tereshchenko (Tereshchenko,
2016), M. Friedman etc.

However, due to a number of economic, political, social factors, Ukraine’s public debt
tends to increase, and the debt security indicators of the national economy show that the
situation in the debt sphere is quite volatile. That is why, despite the large number of studies in
this area, the task of reasoning the recommendations for the development of a balanced debt
policy in accordance with the real state of public debt and the implementation of efficient
measures on public debt management to achieve its secure level remains relevant.
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This study is aimed at determining the current features and trends of public debt formation
in Ukraine and on this basis reasoning the recommendations towards public debt problems
adjustment in the context of debt security.

Today, under the impact of internal factors and external challenges, Ukraine's financial
system has suffered and continues to suffer significant losses, which is reflected in the
deterioration of almost all its components, in particular, the growing imbalances of state and
local budgets, some manifestations of instability of the banking system, exacerbation of debt
problems, declining liquidity of the state, etc. Therefore, the importance of public debt
management as an element of national economic policy is growing, which requires the
formation of an efficient debt policy. Among the main reasons for the increase in public debt
are the following: annexation of the Autonomous Republic of Crimea and the military conflict
in the East of Ukraine, political and socio-economic crisis, the need for the governmental
support of state enterprises and banks, small and medium business, destruction of infrastructure
and most industrial facilities in the temporarily occupied territory of the country, financing the
state budget deficit at the expense of state borrowings, growth of expenditures on health care
due to the COVID-19 pandemic, etc.

The state budget in Ukraine has for many years been formed with a deficit, which requires
the use of internal and external borrowing to finance the gap between revenues and
expenditures. This is the main reason for the growth of public debt in nominal dimension. In
addition, after the global financial crisis, the government had to issue debt instruments in large
quantities, in particular, to stabilize the banking system, and to attract funding from the IMF
(Lyutyy and Zykova, 2019).

The main macroeconomic factors that have led to a critical increase in the debt burden in
recent years are: a sharp decline in real GDP, declining domestic consumer demand due to
inflation and the lack of significant growth in household incomes, the negative impact of the
real interest rate of the National Bank of Ukraine on the debt sector and the restrictions of the
capital market functioning (Vlasiuk, Shemaieva and Londar, 2016; Lyutyy and Zykova, 2019).

According to I. Lyutyy, the growth of public debt in Ukraine was also influenced by a
number of budgetary factors including: a sharp increase in the state budget deficit due to lower
budget revenues and an increase in budget expenditures (including expenditures on security and
defense, financial and social support for internally displaced persons, social support for the
Joint Forces Operation participants and volunteers, etc.); the need to cover the deficit of the
Pension Fund at the expense of budget revenues; the need for further budget support for state-
owned enterprises and banks; increase in the state budget expenditures on the domestic
government bonds service (Lyutyy and Zykova, 2019).

The Budget Code of Ukraine determines public debt as the total amount of the state debt
obligations to repay received and outstanding loans (borrowings) on the reporting date, arising
from government borrowing (The Budget Code of Ukraine, 2010). Government borrowings are
an important tool for ensuring the performance of state functions and economic growth
accelerating. However, excessive accumulation of public debt can exacerbate the problems of
state solvency, lead to the impossibility of its maintenance and entail a debt crisis (Novosiolova,
2013).

Public debt formation is associated with a lack of funds in the state to perform its
functions. Taking into account the sources of financing, the structure of public debt allocates
domestic and external debt. Domestic public debt is the debt of the state to its citizens and legal
entities, which own debt securities issued by its government. External public debt is the debt of
the state to foreign lenders, mainly states, banks and international financial organizations
(Lyutyy and Zykova, 2019). The maximum amount of domestic and external public debt in
each budget period is set by the law on the State Budget of Ukraine.
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Current debt policy in Ukraine in terms of external challenges and internal threats needs
to be improved in order to ensure the stability of the national financial system. This task is
especially relevant given the trend of constant increase in public and state-guaranteed debt of

Ukraine (Table 1).

The total amount of public debt, denominated in national currency, in 2019 compared to
2013 increased more than three times — to UAH 1998.28 billion. At the same time, in 2019 the
debt decreased compared to 2018 by UAH 170.35 billion or 7.86% (Fig. 1).

Alongside it, the total amount of public debt denominated in foreign currency showed
less rapid growth over the same period. In 2015 compared to 2014, the indicator decreased from
73.16 to 65.51 billion dollars. Since 2016, the amount of public debt began to grow again and
at the end of 2019 amounted to USD 84.37 billion. The downward trend in the amount of public
debt denominated in foreign currency in 2014-2015 is not associated with the improvement of
debt policy, but is explained by the rapid devaluation of the national currency.
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Analysis of the external public debt structure by type of creditor (Fig. 2) shows that in
2019 securities issued on the foreign market accounted for the largest share of debt — 57% or
22.27 USD billion (56% in 2014). Debt on loans received from international financial
organizations ran the second —31% or 12.34 USD billion (36% in 2014). Debt on loans received
from foreign governments, foreign banks and other financial institutions, and other types of
debt accounted for a small share of debt at the level of 4%. In 2014, the country had no debt on
loans received from foreign banks and other foreign financial institutions.

The currency structure of debt is quite concentrated, as far as about 67% of public and
state-guaranteed debt is denominated in US dollars (Fig. 3). The share of the Ukrainian hryvnia
decreased from about 42% in 2014 to almost 5% in 2019. The current currency structure of
public debt shows that the financial system is quite vulnerable to exchange rate fluctuations,
which increases currency risks and poses threats to the debt stability of the economy.

In the period of 2014-2017, the situation in the sphere of the debt security of national
economy significantly worsened, which is confirmed by the relative debt ratios, which exceeded
the normative values. In particular, the ratio of public debt to GDP in this period exceeded 60%,
reaching its maximum of 81% in 2016 (Fig. 4). Since 2018, the situation with the level of debt
has begun to improve slightly, and in 2019, the ratio of total public debt to GDP was 50.3%.

In 2019, some improvement is also related to Ukraine’s international liquidity. If in 2014
the official reserves covered only 19% of the external public debt (in 2013 — 54%), in 2019 the
ratio of the international reserve assets to the external public debt was about 52% (Fig. 6).

Thus, one can state some improvement of the public debt indicators in 2019. Alongside
it, further prospects for the development of the public debt situation are rather uncertain. This
is due both to the expected worldwide slowdown in countries’ economic growth and the
corresponding deterioration of the global economic situation, as well as to the formation of
tighter and changing conditions in the global financial environment. The latest global non-
economic factor that is shaping current challenges to debt security is the COVID-19 pandemic.

Increasing the risks threatening Ukraine's financial system and debt sustainability requires the
development of a flexible adaptive system of public debt regulation.

The system of efficient public debt management should include three interrelated
processes: selection of the appropriate type of financing; decision on the amount of borrowings;
maintaining full reporting on government debt. The main criterion for the efficiency of public
debt operations is achievement of the state budget fund savings (Lyutyy and Zykova, 2019).

According to the Medium-Term Public Debt Management Strategy for 2019-2022,
approved by the Cabinet of Ministers of Ukraine, the main purpose of public debt management
is to attract the necessary financing at the lowest possible cost, taking into account the risks. In
this regard, four main goals of public debt management have been identified, namely:
increasing the share of public debt nominated in the national currency, extending the medium
maturity and ensuring a uniform schedule of public debt repayment, attracting long-term
concessional financing, developing strong relations with investors and further public debt
policy improving. The Strategy also contains an indicative action plan for the next two years,
which provides, in particular, the possibility of issuing government bonds in euros and other
currencies which don’t have a high level of correlation with the Ukrainian hryvnia, issuing
government bonds in hryvnia for international investors, expanding cooperation with the
international financial institutions and foreign governments on preferential financing (On
approval of the Medium-Term Public Debt Management Strategy... , 2019).

In the public debt management system, considerable attention should be paid to the
identification, assessment and control over the risks of debt growth. I. Lyutyy defines the
following main risks of public debt of Ukraine: the risks of refinancing and liquidity, currency
and interest rate risks, the risk of additional liabilities, and offers appropriate measures to
minimize them. The author determines the issue of new debt instruments in hryvnia,
diversification of foreign currencies in the debt portfolio of Ukraine, attracting investment
financing as priority measures (Lyutyy and Zykova, 2019).

IMF experts distinguish three models of debt policy: the model of budget incentives (it
provides for a coordinated budget and monetary policy to stimulate effective demand and
economic growth by increasing government spending; it may result in short-term increase in
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the budget deficit); the model of budgetary consolidation (it consists in the achievement of
control over the budget deficit and ensuring a reduction in the public debt growth rate; this can
be achieved by a coordinated reduction of the budget expenditures and increase in the tax
burden); the model of "financial suppression" (the government achieves an acceptable level of
debt burden by creating a situation of simultaneous high inflation and relatively low nominal
interest rates for commercial loans and government borrowing) (Vlasiuk, Shemaieva and
Londar, 2016). Given the specifics of the Ukrainian economy functioning and the public debt
formation, Ukraine have to develop its own model of debt management.

Taking into account international experience in implementing debt policy and ensuring
financial security, recommendations of leading domestic scholars, priority areas for improving
public debt management in Ukraine should include the following ones:

- development and implementation of a long-term public debt management strategy,
consistent with the relevant short-term programs and medium-term strategies;

- close coordination of the public debt management system with budgetary and
monetary policy;

- revision of the structure of received loans, reorientation to loans in national currency,
which allow to eliminate currency risks;

- intensification of the use of macroprudential tools to regulate borrowings;

- determining the most acceptable model of debt policy for Ukraine (in particular,
experts of the National Institute for Strategic Studies consider the policy of "financial
suppression" as a possible option (Vlasiuk, Shemaieva and Londar, 2016);

- introduction of measures to overcome budget imbalances by continuing budget
consolidation, increasing state budget revenues by improving the administration of taxes and
customs payments, fighting corruption and shadow economy;

- improving the methodology for assessing the level of debt security, the inplementation
of the IMF methodology for assessing the debt sustainability of the economy;

- improvement of debt policy in terms of institutional regulation of state guarantees;

- transformation of sources of external financing by means of the gradual reorientation
from attracting loans to foreign direct investment, which does not cause the accumulation of
external debt;

- development of the financial market in general and the securities market in particular,
in order to shape conditions for intensifying the processes of credit relations securitization.

The implementation of the above mentioned measures will allow to promote the debt
sustainability and predictability of economic development, taking into account possible internal
and external risks.

Thus, the optimization of debt policy in order to increase the level of financial security of
Ukraine requires the development and implementation of a complex strategy that combines the
tasks of improving the institutional support of debt policy, taking into account short-, medium-
and long-term markers of public debt management, debt burden reduction, reorientation to
borrowing in the national currency and the development of alternative, non-loan instruments
for financing budget expenditures. At the same time, national debt policy must be flexible and
adapt quickly to changing conditions of the internal and external environment.

Determining the economic effect of the implementation of debt policy measures, in
particular, providing quantitative assessment of their impact on the level of debt security of
Ukrainian economy can be the subject of further studies in this area.

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INVESTMENT SECURITY AS A COMPONENT OF THE STATE'S
ECONOMIC SECURITY

The article is devoted to the study of the peculiarities of investment security of the country
as a component of economic security, and the development of general recommendations for
improving its level. In particular, the dynamics of foreign direct investment of Ukraine is
studied and forecasted, the geographical structure of foreign direct investment of Ukraine is
assessed, the most attractive types of economic activity in the economy of Ukraine are
considered, the dynamics of main macroeconomic investment security indicators is analyzed,
namely fixed capital investment investment growth to GDP growth rates, estimated dynamics
of the country's investment attractiveness index and highlighted the factors that affect it,
indicated what threats foreign investments may pose to national economic security and
suggested ways to minimize them

Key words: global investment, foreign direct investment, international investment
activity, investment attractiveness, investment policy, foreign assets, national economy, gross
domestic product, economic security, investment security.
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Problem statement. The modern development of national economies is primarily under
the influence of globalization of the world economy, which leads to increased interdependence
between the world economy and the emergence of threats to the national interests of countries.
The most important component of security is economic security, including investment security,
which is inextricably linked with the economic efficiency of economic facilities, economic
independence, stability and security of society. In this regard, increasing investment
attractiveness and intensification of investment activity becomes one of the priority resources
of the state, the efficiency of which largely determines the progressiveness and dynamics of
changes in economic indicators of the national economy. All the above indicates the relevance
of the chosen research topic.

Analysis of main research. Economic security of the national economy in modern
conditions is becoming one of the main problems that requires attention and careful study of
specialists in various fields. That is why the following scientists-economists dedicated their
works to the study of various aspects of national security: Z. Varnaliy, V. Vasenko, R. Datskiv,
I. Dmytrenko, V. Zagariy, L. Kozak, O. Kyrychenko, O. Lyashenko, I. Migus, V. Margasova,
V. Nyzhnyk, G. Tarasyuk, O. Fedoruk, Y. Kharazishvili, I. Dron and others.

Also, recently in the scientific community there is increased attention to investment
security of the country, because investment acts as a catalyst in providing conditions for
innovative development of the country, overcoming crisis factors, restructuring the economy
and achieving other long-term goals of national economic security. Such domestic and foreign
scientists as O. Baranovsky, V. Geets, B. Gubsky, Y. Bazhal, V. Bazylevych, O. Vlasyuk,
V. Makogon, V. Matsuka, I. Khadzhinov dealt with the problems of development of investment
activity and investment security. , O. Zakharova, O. Bezzubchenko, O. Bulatova, J. Zhalilo,
V. Kyrylenko, I. Lukinova and others.

In addition, despite the constant research interest in the problems of economic security in
general and investment security in particular, there is a lack of comprehensive research on

applied aspects of assessing the level of investment component of economic security and
substantiation of new approaches to minimizing threats and dangers.

Aim of the article is to analyze the characteristics and identifying the defining trends of
foreign investment Ukraine to study the problems of investment security and the development
of general recommendations for improving its level.

Presentation of the main material. Investment security of the state is an important
prerequisite for solving crucial social problems in the long run in the context of intensive
economic development of the state and its regions in the context of globalization, international
integration and sustainable development.

Investments, their size and scope determine the dynamics and quality of transformations
in the country's economy in the period of permanent global and local transformations, provided
an acceptable level of security. Investment security as a component of economic security is an
integral concept, and achieving optimal indicators can ensure the appropriate level of both
economic and national security in general.

Foreign direct investment in Ukraine's economy is characterized by insufficient volumes
and imperfect structure, which are concentrated mainly in highly profitable and fast-paying
segments of the domestic economy. In the global flow of foreign direct investment, the
Ukrainian economy accounts for less than 1%. The small flow of FDI can be explained by the
fact that among European post-socialist countries, Ukraine is perceived as the country with the
highest risk. As of 31.12. In 2018, the volume of foreign direct investment in Ukraine amounted
to 43,757 US million dollars. (Fig. 1)

Based on the presented data, it can be concluded that the global economic crisis of 2007-
2009 and the war against Ukraine, which began in 2014, had a significant negative impact on
the volume of foreign direct investment in Ukraine. In 2009, there was a significant reduction
in borrowings by 1043 million dollars. Since 2010, the situation has been gradually improving
due to an increase in foreign direct investment. (lepxkaBHa ciysx0a craructuku, 2020)

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During 2013-2014, an unfavorable situation was observed due to a sharp decline in the
volume of attracted investments. In 2018, there is a positive trend in increasing foreign direct
investment by $ 507 million. Over the last 13 years, the largest increase in foreign direct
investment came in 2010. Despite the rapid fluctuations in the volume of borrowings, in 2013
the amount of investment came closest to the last maximum value. At the same time, over the
past 6 years, the country has not achieved such a significant increase in foreign investment.
This downward trend in foreign investment is the result of a number of unresolved reasons for
investor distrust, including high levels of corruption in the country, distrust of the judiciary,
instability of the national currency, market monopolization and, of course, Ukraine's military
conflict with Russia (Nikolenko and Ivanova, 2019).

Interesting for the analysis is the study of the geographical structure of foreign investment
in 2010 and 2018, which is shown in Figure 2. According to the State Statistics Service of
Ukraine in 2018, foreign direct investors in Ukraine's economy were from more than 76
countries (IlIBers, 2017).

The main investor countries are Cyprus — 28%, the Netherlands — 22%, Great Britain —
6%, Germany and Switzerland — 5% each, the Virgin Islands = 4%, the Russian Federation and
Austria — 3% each and others.

It should be noted that Cyprus and the British Virgin Islands are offshore zones, ie rates
on key taxes there are very low. Most of these investments in Ukraine are Ukrainian capital,
the owners of which use companies in Cyprus and other offshore areas to obtain special legal
status, as well as to optimize taxation.

Quantitative characteristics of the measurement of structural changes are given by
indicators of structural changes. The most common consolidated indicators include the Gatev
integral coefficient, the generalized indicator of structural shifts A. Salai and the index
V. Ryabtsev (Kpacunsaukos, 2001). In the process of studying the structure of FDI, we will
use these indicators for a more complete description of the phenomenon (Table 1.).

K. Gatev’s = 0.22 and the indicator of A. Salai = 0.05, this indicates that despite the
negative trend of FDI inflows into the economy of Ukraine, no significant changes in the
sectoral structure under analysis have occurred. V. Ryabtsev's index = 0.16, which corresponds
to a significant level of actual discrepancy between the values of the two structures with their
maximum allowable value.

In order to establish attractive for foreign investors types of economic activity in the
economy of Ukraine, which receives the largest amount of foreign direct investment, analyzed

the sectoral structure of FDI inflows in 2018 (Fig. 3).

Analyzing the dynamics of FDI in Ukraine by type of economic activity, we note that
most of the investment comes from real estate transactions in industry; wholesale and retail
trade. As of 2018, 33% was directed to industry, 16.7% to wholesale and retail trade, 10.9% to
financial and insurance activities, 6.8% to information and telecommunications activities, and
to professional, scientific and technical activities. activity — 6.3% of the total amount of
accumulated FDI (share capital) in the economy of Ukraine. Thus, we see that investors are
ready to invest only in developed areas of activity, where profitability will be high.

In order to carry out optimal economic reform, it is necessary to identify and mark the
conditions in which transformations should take place, for quantitative and qualitative
assessment of the level of investment security in economic security there is a system of
indicators that reflects the degree of deviation of the current state security (Marena and Peronko,
2019).

To sum up, a generalizing or complex indicator of investment security is the indicator
"Gross fixed capital formation,% of GDP". Theories of economic growth and world practical
experience show that the main driver of stable economic growth of the country is investment in
fixed capital (gross fixed capital formation), the annual level of which should be 19-25% of
GDP.

If the most important criterion for sustainable development of the national economy is
the volume of investment, the dynamics of investment is an indicator of effective aggregate
demand, a factor influencing the volume of national production, employment and consumption
(JTumonosa ta ApxinoBa, 2014).

In 2013, domestic experts determined the range of the level of gross fixed capital
formation as a percentage of GDP (Table 3).

For Ukraine, this index should be in the range of 18-30%, where 18% of GDP is the
critical level, and 30% is the optimal level. The calculation of the investment security indicator
is carried out according to the formula:

Analyzing the value of gross fixed capital formation as a percentage of GDP for 2006-
2018 and comparing them with the values of the safety indicator of both methods, we can say
that during 2006-2008 the figure was at the optimal level, but in 2009 exceeded the critical
limit, such The sharp decline in the indicator is due to the global financial crisis, which has had
a significant impact on many economic indicators of Ukraine, including gross investment and
GDP (Fig. 4) (MiHicTepCTBO EKOHOMIYHOTO PO3BHUTKY 1 TOpriBmi Ykpainu, 2013).

In 2010-2012, the indicator was above the threshold value, but did not reach pre-crisis
levels and was accompanied by a gradual increase in investment until 2013. Already in 2013,
the indicator reached a critical threshold and had the first signs of adverse trends in Ukraine's
economy. The unfavorable investment climate due to the political, economic, social and
military instability of Ukraine has led to the fact that since 2014 the value of the indicator is
below critical, which threatens the aging of material and technical base and reduces the ability
of domestic enterprises to produce competitive products (Zakharova and Gnidina, 2020).

Another macroeconomic indicator of investment security is the ratio of investment
growth to GDP growth. In the modern economy, this indicator characterizes the excess of
investment growth over GDP growth and should have a positive value with positive economic
dynamics. The values of the indicator should be as follows:

According to the table, the growth rate of gross investment was lower than the growth
rate of GDP in 2008 and 2009 due to the effects of the Orange Revolution and before the global
financial crisis. In 2011-2012, the figure increased due to significant increases in foreign direct
investment during the preparatory work for Euro 2012. During 2013-2015, the dynamics of the
indicator has a downward trend, which indicates an insufficient level of investment in the
national economy during these years.

The European Business Association (EBA) conducts an annual investment climate
assessment. The research methodology includes a survey that includes 5 main questions
answered by more than a hundred executives of the largest companies. To assess the results,
the EBA uses the Likert scale, which has 5 gradations, where: 1 — negative, 3 — neutral, 5 —
positive. According to the EBA data for 2014-2018, the investment attractiveness index with a
tendency to increase left the negative plane (Fig. 5).

Currently, the index of investment attractiveness has reached 3.07 points, which is 12%
more than in 2014. This was influenced by a number of positive factors such as: the adoption
of new laws, development of electronic services, digitalization of the economy, free access to
government data, relative stability of national currency and inflation, the beginning of reforms
in education, medicine, agriculture, weakening currency control . However, there are still
negative factors that do not allow the index to reach the maximum mark. These include high
levels of corruption, lack of land reform, a fairly large percentage of the shadow economy, high
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pressure from regulators, martial law in the east, the election campaign and the election of the
President of Ukraine, smuggling that hinders legal business, and more.
To determine the trend and predict further changes in FDI, a trend model was built (Fig.6)

For the period 2019-2022, there are two options for the development of the situation. If
the economic and political situation in the country remains unchanged, the outlook will be
negative, and investment will only decline. In 2022, the amount of FDI will be 44878.5 million
dollars. But if the situation improves, namely the reduction of industrial production stops, which
will lead to an increase in crane exports, budget and gross revenues will increase, in particular
from TNCs, unemployment will decrease, bank lending will increase, the military conflict in
the east will end, and With this, a policy of stimulating the inflow of FDI into the country will
be pursued, the forecast will be positive, and investment will grow rapidly. The data obtained
indicate a possible increase in FDI in 2022 to 52734.4 million dollars (more than 20% compared
to 2018).

The analysis of attracting foreign investment into the economy of Ukraine allows us to
conclude that the investment security of Ukraine and the analyzed indicators have an
unsatisfactory value and a downward trend. Investment processes in the country are quite
dynamic and sensitive to many factors. In general, foreign direct investment in the economy of
Ukraine is characterized by insufficient volumes and imperfect structure, which are
concentrated mainly in highly profitable segments of the domestic economy, namely: real estate
transactions; in industry; wholesale and retail trade, repair of motor vehicles. Cyprus (28% of
total FDI) and the Netherlands (22% of total FDI) remain the leaders among investor countries
in Ukraine. The investment climate in Ukraine has changed positively, as evidenced by the
growth of the investment attractiveness index over the past five years from 2.72 to 3.07
(be3szybuenko, 2020; banabanosa Ta Jlapina, 2018).

Thus, research has shown that at this stage in Ukraine there is a slow and gradual increase
in foreign direct investment, but in absolute terms, foreign investment is insufficient and does
not meet the needs of the Ukrainian economy. The export of capital is still several times higher
than its import.

Restoration of investment potential and expanded reproduction of production assets
should be a priority, the implementation of which requires the development of modern
investment policy, which is a key component of the strategy of economic security of the country
(Macmii, 2017).
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It should also be noted that in the absence of properly organized national monitoring and
effective state control, foreign investment can be a real threat to the national economy,
including:

—deepening of internal imbalances in commodity and financial markets,

—conservation of inefficient structure of national production,

—monopolization of certain strategically important or socially significant areas of
management and markets with corresponding deformations of the competitive environment,

—irrational operation of the national raw material and resource base and production
facilities,

—large-scale repatriation of profits, etc.

Thus, one of the most important aspects of improving the country's economic security is
to intensify investment activities and stimulate the process of returning Ukrainian capital to
Ukraine's economy by improving the country's investment climate. This will reduce the
dependence of domestic enterprises on foreign capital in the form of direct investment, as its
participation today is not very active, and the role in the economy is insignificant. Therefore, it
is necessary to increase the share of domestic investors in the authorized capital of existing joint
ventures, as well as to improve the system of valuation of non-current assets, the value of which
forms the authorized capital of enterprises with foreign investment (bazeukas, 2015).

Conclusion. Summing up, it should be noted that in conditions of external and internal
challenges, the state policy in the investment sphere should be aimed at preventing the
implementation of threats to the economic security of the state and preventing their negative
impact by timely identification and prediction of threats. In this context, the system of early
detection and prevention of threats to the economic security of the state, which is the basis for
its provision in modern conditions, should be based on a comprehensive multi-criteria in-depth
analysis of threats to the economic security of the state, will allow them to systematize and
select the most effective means and mechanisms to counter these threats.

Thereby, to ensure the economic security of the country it is necessary to ensure the active
and effective development of investment processes, which will reflect the investment
attractiveness of the economic sector and a positive investment climate. The consequence of an
active investment policy is an increase in the amount of investment resources coming to the
country, which in the long run may become the basis for the implementation of large investment
projects.
