THE INFLUENCE OF N. MACHIAVELLI ON STATE-BUILDING: A
HISTORICAL AND LEGAL ASPECT
This study examines the enduring relevance of Niccolo Machiavelli's legacy for
understanding state-building. The author delves into an era of profound change, where
Machiavelli proposed a revolutionary realistic view of politics, separating it from religion and
morality. Key works, such as "The Prince" and "Discourses on Livy", are considered foundational
to modern political science.
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The research highlights that Machiavelli was the first to systematically analyze power as
an autonomous phenomenon, which was crucial for shaping the concepts of state sovereignty and
"reason of state" In the contemporary world, his ideas help to grasp the origins of political realism,
influencing the foreign and domestic policies of nations. The work reinterprets
"Machiavellianism" not as cynicism, but as a method for analyzing realpolitik.

Acknowledging existing contradictions in contemporary historiography regarding
Machiavelli's impact on state and legal institutions, particularly his role as a theorist of absolutism
or constitutionalism, the study aims to provide a comprehensive historical and legal analysis of
his doctrine's influence on state-building processes and the formation of legal institutions in
Europe, filling gaps in previous works.

The main text reveals Machiavelli's radical departure from medieval theocratic notions of
the state, viewing it as an autonomous entity created for survival and the preservation of power.
It analyzes the relationship between morality and politics with an emphasis on state expediency,
and the role of law as a ruler's instrument. The profound and multifaceted influence of Machiavelli
on European political thought, the formation of absolutism, the concept of sovereignty (Bodin,
Hobbes), and the idea of raison d'état is confirmed. His separation of politics from religion and
morality was key to the secularization of political thought. The study also notes the dual nature of
Machiavelli's legacy, which can be used to justify both unlimited power and its rational limitation.
The work calls for further research into his impact on modern public administration and
leadership concepts.

OLEKSANDR KONYSKY’S JOURNEYS: THE UKRAINIAN 19-TH CENTURY
TREVELOGUE AS A MIRROR OF NATIONAL IDENTITY

The article provides a detailed examination of the figure of Oleksandr Konysky — an
esteemed Ukrainian writer, researcher of Taras Shevchenko’s life and work, public figure, and
active participant in the educational and social processes of the second half of the nineteenth
century. It outlines the diversity of his literary legacy and the multifaceted nature of his activities
under both his real name and numerous pseudonyms. Particular attention is paid to the role of
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travel in shaping his worldview, as well as his literary and historical explorations. The article
highlights Konysky’s personal experiences of travelling across Ukraine, notably the Left Bank,
Poltava region, the South, Crimea, and also his stays abroad — in Dresden, Leipzig, and Baden-
Baden. His travel writings are analysed, including observations on urban space, the state of
education, enlightenment, issues of national identity, and the political and historical aspects of life
in Ukrainian and European territories. The article demonstrates how, in his works, Konysky draws
parallels between the situation of Ukrainians and other oppressed peoples, criticises imperial
policy, and emphasises the importance of preserving and developing the native language and
culture. The article is based on a wide range of literary sources, correspondence, and memoirs of
contemporaries.

O. Konyskyi’s travel notes form part of the Ukrainian-language travelogue genre, which
emerged in the second half of the 19th century — a time when it became possible to write about
everything in the Ukrainian language. Travels through Ukraine and Europe took on particular
significance in Konyskyi’s work, shaping his worldview and the stylistic features of his writings.
The writer’s travelogues are an important source for studying the social, educational, urban and
ethnic processes in Ukrainian regions of the 19th century. O. Konyskyi’s travel notes reveal a
critical attitude towards imperial policy, in particular towards the processes of Russification, the
decline of Ukrainian identity in cities, and issues of education and enlightenment. He records in
detail changes to the urban landscape, infrastructure challenges, the state of bookshops, and so
on. O. Konysky pays particular attention to comparing the situation of Ukrainians with that of
other peoples subjugated by the empire, notably the Crimean Tatars, highlighting the mechanisms
of imperial discrimination, ethnic assimilation and economic ruin. His historical studies contain
a profound analysis of the consequences of the Russian Empire’s policies on ethno-cultural
processes in Crimea.

The writer not only describes routes and technical innovations, but also raises issues of
comfort, safety, pricing policies and quality of life at resorts, comparing Ukrainian and European
realities. Through his travelogues, O. Konysky creates a unique guidebook for his compatriots.

CHARITY ACTIVITIES OF THE MYKOLAIV BRANCH OF THE NANSEN
MISSION IN OVERCOMING THE CONSEQUENCES OF THE FAMINE OF 1921-1923

The presented publication analyzes the issue of international aid during the Famine of
1921-1923 on the basis of a wide historiographical and source base. On the example of activity
Nansen Mission's activities reveal the peculiarities of the process of aid to the starving population
of the Mykolaiv region by foreign organizations. Based on materials from the Mykolaiv Regional
State Archive, the organizational aspects of the implementation of aid to the starving are shown,
and their priority areas aimed at providing child aid are identified. The mechanisms of
cooperation of the Mission with the Ukrainian Red Cross are presented. The role of the Mission
in implementing an effective set of measures for the prevention and control of infectious diseases
is highlighted. It is summarized that international charitable organizations made a significant
contribution to the fight against hunger, saving the lives of tens of thousands of citizens. The
scientific novelty of the study is determined by the available factual basis. Documentary materials
aimed at a comprehensive analysis of the issues of the causes, nature and consequences of the
Holodomors on the territory of Ukraine in a regional dimension have been introduced into
scientific circulation.

An analysis of the Nansen Mission’s charitable activities in the Mykolaiv region during the
famine of 1921-1923 suggests that, thanks to the aid provided, it was possible to save thousands
of people from starvation, implement an effective set of measures to prevent and combat infectious
diseases, improve the population’s nutrition, and, to a certain extent, to contribute to the
sustainable development of agriculture, and so on.

The archives of the southern regions of Ukraine, in particular the Mykolaiv region, contain
substantial material for further research into the presence and activities of international
charitable organisations in the region during 1922—1923. These include research into instances
of negative interaction with local authorities, the clarification of statistical data, the practical
implementation of aid to the starving in rural areas, and other matters.

FROM SUBJECT TO CITIZEN: ZEMSTVOS OF SOUTHEASTERN UKRAINE
AS AN INSTITUTION FOR THE FORMATION OF CIVIL SOCIETY (LATE 19-TH —
EARLY 20-TH CENTURY)

The article analyzes the historical experience of zemstvo self-government in Southeastern
Ukraine as a fundamental factor in the formation of civil society at the end of the 19th — beginning
of the 20th century. It is argued that zemstvo institutions became a unique center for the
development of civic agency, facilitating the mental transformation of the population and its
evolution from the status of a passive imperial “subject” to a conscious and responsible “citizen.”
Special attention is paid to the analysis of the informational autonomy of self-government, its
struggle for transparency, and the creation of a “public sphere” for open discussion of social
issues. The activities of zemstvos in the fields of public education and healthcare are highlighted
as instruments for building social solidarity and an “infrastructure of trust.” The methodological
novelty of the study lies in the combination of systematic analysis of archival sources with oral
history methods, which made it possible to verify the effectiveness of reforms through the “human
dimension” and the family memory of descendants of eyewitnesses. The conclusion is drawn that
a retrospective analysis of the zemstvo model of self-organization is a strategically important
foundation for successful decentralization and the strengthening of democratic values in
contemporary Ukraine.
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Established by the 1860s—1870s reforms, zemstvos emerged as a unique historical
phenomenon — an autonomous sphere of public activity bridging state authority and private life.
Amidst rigid imperial bureaucracy, they functioned as an effective micro-model of civil society
based on electivity, publicity, and community self-organization.

The pivotal outcome of zemstvo activity was a profound mental transformation, converting
passive imperial "subjects" into conscious "citizens". By engaging broad social strata in solving
local issues, zemstvos fostered community responsibility and bridged the alienation between the
public and government institutions. Crucial to this progress was the struggle for informational
autonomy. Despite strict censorship, zemstvos established a robust informational network through
their own publications and collaboration with the liberal press. Publicity (hlasnist) became a
democratic control mechanism, Accustoming administrative structures to public accountability.
Educational and medical initiatives transcended mere utility: schools cultivated critical thinking,
while zemstvo medicine advanced social solidarity and humanism. Centered on human value,
access to education and healthcare began to be perceived as an inherent civil right rather than
state or private charity. Oral history methods confirm this model's efficacy, proving that zemstvo-
built infrastructure — schools, hospitals, and veterinary stations — was remembered by
communities as "their own" authority. This infrastructure of trust persisted across generations,
surviving decades of totalitarian suppression. Financial independence formed the foundation of
this autonomy. The right to collect and allocate local taxes turned zemstvos into a genuine
economic force, proving that a sustainable civil society requires a solid financial base.

Thus, the late 19th and early 20th-century zemstvo experience in Southeastern Ukraine is
not a historical anachronism but a vital foundation for modern Ukrainian state-building.
Retrospective analysis demonstrates that local self-government remains the primary arena for
expanding democratic space and fostering a mature civil society in contemporary Ukraine.

THE TRANSFORMATION OF AK-MECHET INTO SIMFEROPOL (18TH-19TH
CENTURIES): FROM A TRADITIONAL CORE TO AN IMPERIAL CENTER

The article examines the process of the forced transformation of Ak-Mechet into Simferopol
during the 18th—19th centuries through the prism of modern postcolonial discourse. The author
deconstructs the imperial myth of the “civilizing mission” of the Russian Empire, proving that the
new administrative city did not arise out of thin air, but was aggressively imposed on the existing
political and socio-cultural center of the Crimean Khanate — the residence of the Kalga Sultan.

Based on the analysis of the ego-documents of European and Russian travelers (E. Clark,
P. S. Pallas, etc.), the colonial optics of observers are exposed, which purposefully labeled the
traditional urban space as “‘chaotic” and “uncivilized” in order to justify its radical restructuring.
The investigation substantiates that the systematic destruction of the palace of the Kalga Sultan
and Muslim necropolises (graveyards) was part of a purposeful policy of total erasure of the
previous cultural landscape, aimed at eliminating the historical memory and political subjectivity
of the indigenous people.

Special attention is paid to the clash of two antagonistic urban planning models:
traditional eastern development, based on organic development, and regular imperial planning,
which was used as a tool of ideological and administrative control. The role of the “Greek
Project” in changing the toponymy of the city is revealed, which became an act of symbolic
violence for the appropriation of ancient heritage and artificially ignoring the Muslim past of the
region. Rethinking these processes is identified as a critically important factor for strengthening
the national security of Ukraine and a deeper understanding of the continuity of the methods of
Russian expansion and ethnocide in Crimea.

2020 in the wake of the post-electoral crisis in Belarus, the unprecedented Western sanctions
regime, and Russia’s full-scale invasion of Ukraine in February 2022. These factors collectively
elevated the People’s Republic of China from one of Minsk’s trade partners to its principal
economic backer, diplomatic shield, and institutional integrator. Despite the growing strategic
significance of this relationship, it remains virtually unexplored in Ukrainian academic discourse
— a gap this article seeks to address.

Purpose. This article offers a comprehensive analysis of the state and trends in Belarus—
China relations during 2020-2025, identifies their structural characteristics, and maps possible
scenarios of future bilateral evolution.

Methods. The study employs systemic and comparative analysis, content analysis of official
documents and joint statements, quantitative analysis of trade and investment statistics, and
scenario analysis. The theoretical framework draws on neorealist small-state balancing theory
(Waltz, 1979; Paul, 2004) and the concept of authoritarian learning (Heydemann and Leenders,
2011; Hall and Ambrosio, 2017).

Findings. The research establishes that bilateral relations are defined by deep structural
asymmetry: Belarus functions as a dependent peripheral actor, while China acts as an asymmetric
patron. Bilateral trade grew from approximately USD 4 billion in 2021 to USD 7.7-8.4 billion in
2023, yet over 50% of Belarusian exports consist of potash fertilizers sold at prices roughly half
the global market rate. Belarus’s accession to the Shanghai Cooperation Organisation (July 2024)
— making it the first purely European SCO member — the joint “Eagle Assault-2024"" military
exercises near the NATO border, and the signing of a services and investment agreement signal a
qualitatively new security and geopolitical dimension to the partnership. At the ideological level,
the relationship operates as a system of mutual authoritarian legitimation: Belarus provides
symbolic support for China’s core interests (Taiwan, Xinjiang, Tibet), while China shelters
Lukashenko’s regime from United Nations accountability mechanisms.

Conclusions. Scenario analysis — covering regime change, Russian absorption, and
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strategic balancing — demonstrates that none of these trajectories would produce a fundamental
rupture in Belarus—China ties. China has embedded its presence in Belarus deeply enough to
remain insulated from the personalist nature of the current regime. The article contributes to the
literature by applying the authoritarian-learning framework to this underexplored bilateral
relationship and by introducing the case into Ukrainian international-relations scholarship.

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UKRAINE: FROM WEAK STATE TO ADAPTIVE STRONG STATE THROUGH
WAR, LEADERSHIP, AND INSTITUTIONAL TRANSFORMATION

This article examines Ukraine as a case of transformation from weak statehood to adaptive
strong statehood under conditions of full-scale war. It proposes a dynamic typology of statehood
that distinguishes between weak, hybrid, and adaptive strong states, thereby moving beyond static
binary classifications and allowing for a processual analysis of political and institutional change.
The article advances Zelinska’s approach to weak statehood, according to which weakness is
understood not as institutional collapse but as a configuration of fragmented authority, unstable
coordination, and limited strategic capacity.

The Ukrainian case demonstrates that war, although profoundly destructive, may also
accelerate institutional consolidation, administrative adaptation, and societal mobilization.
Special attention is paid to the role of presidential leadership as a stabilizing mechanism that helps
sustain institutional continuity, political legitimacy, and international representation in conditions
of existential threat. The empirical section is based on internationally recognized sources,
including the Fragile States Index and V-Dem, which together illustrate the coexistence of fragility
and resilience within the same political system.

The main argument of the article is that state strength in the twenty-first century should be
conceptualized not as rigid institutional robustness, but as adaptive capacity: the ability to
reorganize governance, maintain continuity, and integrate society and external resources under
conditions of crisis.

THE PHENOMENON OF CELEBRITY POLITICIANS IN A CONTEXT OF
GLOBAL INSTABILITY: A THEORETICAL PERSPECTIVE

This article highlights the issue of the mediatization of the political sphere, where the logic
of the media (emotionality, personalization, visualization) is transforming traditional political
activity. The study documents the transition to the era of «spectator democracy», where a leader’s
emotional authenticity and media performativity supplant professional competence, creating risks
of institutional erosion and making the system vulnerable to populism. Ukraine is viewed here as
a unique global arena where celebrity politics has collided with a harsh, uncompromising security
reality.

The aim of the study is to theoretically generalize and typologize scholarly approaches to
understanding the phenomenon of celebrity politicians as actors in contemporary political reality.
The study focuses on analyzing specific methods of their legitimization and identifying mechanisms
for converting media capital into electoral influence amid global instability and institutional
erosion.

The research methodology is based on a combination of typological analysis, grounded in
an interdisciplinary historiographical foundation (from the concepts of C. Wright Mills and N.
Postman to the contemporary theories of J. Street), and the case-study method.

To construct the theoretical framework, the study relies on J. Street’s basic typology, which
distinguishes between traditional politicians (celebrity politician1-CP1) and politicized celebrities
(celebrity politician2-CP2). The study focuses on CP2-type actors — figures whose initial public
profile was formed outside of politics (in show business, the cultural sphere, or sports). Their key
characteristic is the presence of celebrity capital, which is converted through direct
communication with the audience, bypassing traditional party institutions. They compensate for
their lack of expert experience with «epistemic authority» and emotional authenticity. A stylistic
typology of media leadership is revealed based on a representative empirical case study. The
«superstary (SCP) subtype is examined using the example of Donald Trump, whose strategy is
based on messianic rhetoric, the sacralization of his image, and the formation of a specific media
fandom through tools of affective resonance. The «everyday celebrity» (ECP) subtype is analyzed
using the case of Volodymyr Zelenskyy. This strategy relies on the category of «normalityy («the
everymany), which serves as an antithesis to the bureaucratic elites. The use of fictional populism
is noted, where a fictional media persona became the foundation of a parasocial connection with
the electorate.

The study concludes that the transition from performative logic to public administration
inevitably generates a conflict between «fictitious capitaly and the objective requirements of
administration, provoking institutional weakness. It is noted that at the initial stage of a large-
scale crisis, celebrity capital serves as a powerful mobilization tool, but in the long term, it reveals
structural limitations. In the context of a protracted crisis, the affective bond inevitably weakens,
giving rise to a natural public demand for a transition from media performance to competent and
institutionally sustainable leadership.

RUSSIA’S WAR AGAINST UKRAINE: INSTITUTIONAL AND LEGAL
FACTORS AND CHALLENGES TO INTERNATIONAL SECURITY

Abstract. The article explores the genesis of the institutional and legal factors that
necessitated the Russian Federation’s transition to a model of overt military aggression. It
analyzes the process of power consolidation, the transformation of security agencies (siloviki) into
independent political actors, and the degradation of legal institutions. The war is presented as a
systemic result of the prolonged erosion of Russian statehood and the formation of a “monocentric
authoritarian” model.

The conflict functions as a primary tool for the legitimation and economic reproduction of
dominant security-service clans. Special attention is paid to the dismantling of legal checks and
balances and the militarization of the executive vertical.

1t is argued that the foundation of the modern militaristic architecture was laid by the 1993
Constitution, whose institutional dualism allowed the presidency to transform from an arbiter of
branches into the dominant force of the political system. The article reveals the mechanisms of
constructing the power vertical through the elimination of federalism, the conversion of
parliament into a body for the legislative endorsement of executive decisions, and the total
subordination of the judiciary to the interests of ruling security clans.

The role of security agencies and state monopolies is identified as key “shareholders” of
the regime, for whom external expansion is a means of seizing new resources and legitimizing
internal dominance.

The author concludes that within the current institutional model of the Russian Federation,
aggression is the only viable format for regime self-reproduction. The stability of the “vertical”
depends directly on the level of external destabilization, making militarization a functional state
of the Russian state rather than a mere political choice. Sustainable security in Europe is shown
to be possible only through the complete institutional dismantling of the existing Russian system
and a return to the actual rule of law.

Problem Statement. The contemporary political system of the Russian Federation is
characterized by the concentration of strategic political, financial, and military resources within a
narrow interest group, effectively neutralizing the principles of separation of powers and genuine
political competition. This monocentrism is not merely an internal element of regime stability but
a fundamental prerequisite for the transition to open military aggression. Within this system, public
administration has been transformed into a mechanism for resource extraction by the ruling elite,
where security agencies and state corporations have become the key subjects of foreign policy
decision-making. This configuration provides the regime not only with the means to suppress
internal centrifugal tendencies but also with a high degree of mobilization readiness for prolonged
military confrontation.

The foreign policy of the Russian Federation is a direct projection of its internal
institutional nature. The establishment of the authoritarian model is aimed at creating conditions
for the restoration of a neo-imperial project, where war serves as the primary instrument for
legitimizing the ruling elite. Relying on revisionist rhetoric regarding the collapse of the USSR as

the “greatest geopolitical catastrophe”, the Russian leadership utilizes military expansion to
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compensate for lost status and to dismantle the existing world order (Yablonskyi & Karavaiev,
2026). The full-scale invasion of Ukraine should be viewed as a consequence of the Russian
Federation’s internal transformation, where monocentrism and the interests of power factions
make external aggression the only available mechanism for regime self-reproduction.

Analysis of Previous Research and Publications. In the vast majority of scholarly
inquiries, the transformation of the Russian political regime is examined through the prism of the
formation of a “super-presidential republic”’, where the institutional foundations of authoritarian
transition and the crisis of democracy were laid as early as the 1990s (Sakwa, 2011). Researchers
emphasize the dominance of monocentrism, where the concentration of key financial and security
resources in the hands of a narrow group led to the complete destruction of the principles of
separation of powers and political competition (Dawisha, 2015). Currently, intellectual discussions
are actively focusing on the degeneration of Russian authoritarianism into military totalitarianism,
accompanied by the “securitization” of the economy, mass de-privatization of assets, and the
subordination of civilian institutions to military planning (Toth-Czifra, 2025; Allied Command
Transformation, 2021).

Furthermore, the full-scale military aggression against Ukraine has actualized academic
debates on the role of intelligence services in state capture and their evolution into powerful
corporate structures that use war as a mechanism for wealth redistribution (Huminski, 2020;
Dawisha, 2015). Overall, scholarly works highlight that external aggression has become an
indispensable tool for the Kremlin to legitimize its power (Yablonskyi & Karavaiev, 2026), while
the systemic degradation of federalism and the Russian Federation’s withdrawal from the global
legal sphere act as strategic prerequisites for the destruction of the international legal order
(Starodubtsev, 2018; Allison, 2013).

Some researchers focus on the specificities of irregular security structures (PMCs,
Rosgvardia) and their integration into the military vertical, signaling the final monopolization of
the right to violence by the security elite (Klein, 2025; Crippa, 2024). A vital aspect of modern
discourse is the analysis of the ideological justification of aggression through the cult of
“traditionalism” and the sacralization of the leader’s figure, which nullifies any internal legal
safeguards against military expansion (Beer, 2019; Huminski, 2021).

Objective. The purpose of the article is to analyze the institutional and legal
transformations of Russian statehood that determined the regime’s transition to full-scale military
aggression against Ukraine.

Research Results. To analyze the causes of Russian aggression, it is necessary to shift the
focus toward the institutional and legal nature of the Russian Federation regime, which has adapted
over decades to the needs of expansionism. The military aggression against Ukraine is not an
accidental political decision or a product of purely personalist ambitions; it is the systemic result
of a long-term institutional degradation of the Russian state.

The war against Ukraine is the output of a power hierarchy where state institutions, the
legal system, and economic assets are integrated into a single structure. In this system, aggression
emerges as a survival condition for the elites, allowing them to maintain internal stability during
periods of exhausted development resources.

The foundation of future authoritarianism was laid in the early 1990s. The 1993
Constitution was drafted amid acute conflict between branches of power, resulting in a significant
strengthening of presidential authority. Despite its liberal facade and declarations of human rights,
the document contained mechanisms that allowed the head of state to dominate the system of
checks and balances. This institutional dualism — combining democratic rhetoric with “super-
presidential” mechanisms — created a legal collision that facilitated the later dismantling of
republican principles. Instead of acting as an impartial arbiter between the branches of power, the
presidency evolved into the hegemonic force of the political system, effectively insulating
executive decisions from any institutional checks (Sakwa, 2011).
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Throughout the 2000s, constitutional norms were effectively replaced. The creation of the
so-called “power vertical” involved the consistent deprivation of agency from all alternative power
centers. Specifically, the elimination of gubernatorial elections and the transformation of the
Federation Council into a loyal body of direct appointment destroyed genuine federalism. The
State Duma was transformed into a tool for the legal formalization of Presidential Administration
decisions, making any debate on the expediency of military measures impossible. Consequently,
the Federal Assembly of the Russian Federation lost its function of representing citizen interests,
becoming a mechanism for the “legislative accompaniment” of executive decisions.

The constitutional majority of “All-Russian Political Party United Russia” ensures the
lightning-fast adoption of repressive laws (concerning “foreign agents”, “army fakes”, and the
annexation of territories). These processes led to the formation of “monocentric authoritarianism”,
where the absence of institutional counterweights allowed the ruling elite to prepare the country
for a major war without hindrance.

A defining factor of the Russian Federation domestic policy has been the merger of the
state apparatus with security structures and big business. This symbiosis produced a model of the
state where the country is managed according to the logic of corporate management rather than
public policy. The key “shareholders” of this system are the heads of special services and state
monopolies.

The primary ideological and practical basis for this system is the mechanism of resource
acquisition through force. Unlike classical capitalism, wealth here is not created through
competition but extracted through control over state finances and the forced seizure of others’
assets (Huminski, 2020). For security groups, Russia’s internal space became a field for corporate
raiding. High-profile cases, such as the forced seizure of “Bashneft” or the show trial of
Ulyukayev, demonstrated that even loyal technocrats and large owners are merely temporary
holders of assets. Any property in the Russian Federation today is “delegated”, and its retention
depends directly on supporting the Kremlin’s aggressive course.

This internal logic of aggressive resource redistribution naturally evolved into external
expansion. When internal sources of enrichment began to dwindle, war became a means for the
security elite to expand, allowing them to seize assets in occupied territories and absorb colossal
funds from the military budget.

As economic legitimacy waned after 2013, the regime pivoted toward actualizing
existential threats. This strengthened the authoritarian model by fulfilling a societal demand for a
“strong hand”, which de facto legalized the further dismantling of remaining democratic
institutions. The centralization of management led to the replacement of “formal federalism” with
“de facto unitarism” (Starodubtsev, 2018). Key aspects included: mass rotations and the
appointment of former security officials (FSB, FSO) as governors, turning regional heads into
technical executors of the Kremlin’s will; the concentration of financial resources in the center,
depriving regional elites of an economic basis for autonomy; and the deployment of Moscow-
appointed leaders to national republics (e.g., Dagestan) to dismantle local clans that might resist
the center’s mobilization policies.

The Putin team transformed the state into a structure where decisions are made exclusively
at the center. This “vertical” did not just unify power; it effectively destroyed any independence
of business, courts, and regions. Instead of a classical dictatorship, a model emerged where power
belongs not to one person, but to a consensus of influential security clans. This system rests on a
vertical of loyalty, where access to resources is granted only to those who support the leadership’s
aggressive course (Allison, 2013).

External war became the primary survival strategy for this elite, as it allows internal
problems to be blamed on enemies and resources to be seized. Leading state corporations and
security agencies act as autonomous subjects of international destabilization, whose interests are
organically integrated into the strategy of geopolitical revisionism. Thus, the militarization of
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Russian policy is a logical consequence of the ruling elite’s internal survival logic (Dawisha,
2015), for whom a state of conflict becomes the only available format for maintaining a monopoly
on power and resources.

Russian security agencies have evolved from law enforcement bodies into powerful
economic corporations. Today, the siloviki (specifically Sechin, Patrushev, Chemezov) control not
only the security sector but also strategic sectors of the economy. War has become a tool for asset
redistribution. Under the banner of patriotism and military necessity, property is alienated from
“old oligarchs” in favor of the security bloc. Any liberal critique of the isolationist course is
punished by the expropriation of resources.

One of the most significant steps in preparing for large-scale aggression was the creation
of the Rosgvardia (National Guard), designed as an autonomous security structure reporting
directly to the president, effectively removing it from the general system of civilian control. Its
primary function is to protect the monocentric model from any internal challenges — both from
civil society and potentially disloyal segments of the elite. In the context of the war against
Ukraine, Rosgvardia has transformed into a key instrument of occupational administration. Its task
became not only the suppression of resistance in captured territories but also the physical
enforcement of the “new legal order” (Crippa, 2024).

Thus, the militarization of the internal security bloc was a direct prerequisite for external
expansion, providing the regime with a stable rear and a punitive apparatus for exploiting occupied
territories.

After 2012, external aggression became the main tool of consolidation — to maintain its
monopoly on power; the regime requires permanent war, which in turn demands further
centralization. The completion of the National Defense Management Center (NDMC) of the
Russian Federation marked a turning point in the public administration system (Allied Command
Transformation, 2021, p. 42-43). This institution ensured the coordination of not only the military
component but also all federal and regional authorities within a single military-strategic design.
The NDMC effectively functions as a “Stavka” (General Headquarters), where civilian ministries
(energy, transport, health) are integrated into military planning. This means that the entire
infrastructure of the Russian Federation is pre-adapted for prolonged warfare.

This transformation implies that the Russian Federation state apparatus no longer functions
within a paradigm of socio-economic development. The effectiveness of any executive branch is
now measured solely by its ability to meet the resource demands of the war. The NDMC has
become the embodiment of “staff-based management”, where the state is viewed as a single
military-industrial complex and its citizens as a mobilization resource.

Furthermore, the legalization of irregular structures (PMCs and paramilitary groups, such
as the “Kadyrovites”) provided tools operating outside international law but under strict
intelligence control. PMCs served as instruments of “indirect aggression”, allowing the Kremlin
to deny involvement in war crimes for a long time. After 2022, these structures moved from
autonomous units to direct subordination under the Ministry of Defense, completing the
monopolization of the right to violence (Klein, 2025). The use of such irregular tools indicates a
total degradation of international law in the eyes of the Russian elite, who view treaties only as
temporary screens for corporate ambitions.

In this system, the giants of the defense and energy sectors occupy a special place.
Structures such as “Rostec” (under Chemezov) and “Rosneft” (under Sechin) have ceased to be
classical commercial entities. They have transformed into closed corporations where the political
interests of ruling clans dominate economic logic. These corporations act as “wallets” for the
security elite, financing not only the military machine but also extensive networks of influence
abroad. Through their security services, staffed by career FSB and SVR officers, they engage in
industrial espionage, procure sanctioned components via shadow schemes, and fund
destabilization projects in Europe and the US. War has become a “golden age” for these structures,
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as the opacity of defense procurement allows for the uncontrolled absorption of budget funds under
the guise of “import substitution”.

The total loss of judicial autonomy has turned justice into a mechanism for repressing
regime opponents and legalizing asset expropriation.

To understand the legal factors of aggression, one must analyze the Russian Federation’s
consistent withdrawal from the global legal field. Starting in 2015, when the Constitutional Court
of the Russian Federation was granted the right to declare the decisions of international courts
(primarily the ECHR) “unenforceable”, the country’s legal system entered a mode of isolationism.
This was not a formal change of priorities; it was an act of creating legal immunity for future war
crimes.

The legal justification for the annexation of territories through manipulative referendums
and “accession treaties” became the apex of legal nihilism. Within the Russian model, the law
ceased to be a tool for seeking justice and became a tool for the legalization of force. This approach
allowed the ruling elite to present a blatant violation of the UN Charter as “the protection of
national sovereignty”, removing internal moral and legal barriers to a full-scale invasion.

The institutional-legal factor of the war also includes a new wave of asset nationalization.
After 2022, the Prosecutor General’s Office began mass challenges to the privatization results of
the 1990s. This process, termed “de-privatization”, became a powerful lever of pressure on
business elites (Toth-Czifra, 2025).

Any owner showing insufficient loyalty to the military course risks losing assets to new
actors from the security bloc. The judiciary has become the guarantor of internal plunder that
finances external war.

The Russian state, by its nature, is incapable of peaceful competition. Its survival depends
on creating zones of chaos where international trade rules do not apply and dominance by force
plays the decisive role. This is why the Russian Federation invests in destabilizing energy markets,
cyberattacks, and supporting radical movements worldwide. Unless Russian aggression is halted
by the institutional collapse of the regime itself, the regime’s logic will push the Kremlin toward
new conflicts, as a state of peace for this elite means the inevitable loss of control over resources.

Amid military failures, the Russian elite increasingly appeals to nuclear deterrence as a
“superior right”. This indicates a total degradation of classical diplomacy. The Russian
Federation’s legal doctrine was altered to make the use of weapons of mass destruction
theoretically possible even in response to a conventional threat, interpreted subjectively by the
elite itself. This endangers the entire global security architecture, as the legal mechanism for such
a decision in the Russian Federation is entirely devoid of civilian filters.

The Russian Federation’s war against Ukraine has a clear economic dimension for the
ruling class. It allows for the writing off of management inefficiency — all economic failures are
explained by sanctions and “Western plots”. Corporations like Rostec receive limitless access to
budget funds through a bloated defense sector. In occupied territories, a zone of extra-legal
economic plunder is created (resource extraction, nationalization of enterprises), serving as a
source of super-profits for the security elites.

The institutional and legal model of the Russian Federation has turned into a mechanism
where aggression is the only way to maintain internal stability. The monopolization of power by
the siloviki, the destruction of justice, and the totalitarian transformation of the state make peaceful
coexistence impossible under the current regime. The transformation of the Russian Federation’s
internal legal field directly correlates with its strategy of destroying the international legal order.
A key stage was the revision of the hierarchy of legal norms in the Russian Federation Constitution
(2020 amendments), which established the priority of national legislation over international
treaties and decisions of interstate bodies.

The external aggression of the Russian Federation against Ukraine and the West is realized
through a symbiosis of state institutions and affiliated business structures. Russian intelligence
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services (FSB, SVR, GRU) utilize the network of foreign subsidiaries of Russian corporations as
cover for reconnaissance and destabilization activities.

Russian energy and raw material giants act not merely as market participants but as
instruments of political pressure (“energy weapon”). Through offshore mechanisms and shadow
financial flows, the Russian Federation imports its management model into the democratic
institutions of other countries, attempting to erode their value systems (Huminski, 2021). This
transforms the Russian Federation into a disruptor of global security, where the institutional
stability of the Russian Federation itself directly depends on the level of destabilization of the
external environment.

In the Russian Federation, “human rights” are interpreted as a threat to national sovereignty
from the West. Instead, the primacy of “collective interests” (state, nation, church) is proposed,
which in legal terms means the total defenselessness of the individual before the state apparatus.
This allows the regime to brand any opposition activity or legal defense as “foreign influence” or
“extremism” that lies outside the boundaries of Russian traditionalism.

The ideology of “traditionalism” is inextricably linked to the cult of victory and militarism.
The figure of the president is sacralized as a “savior” and the sole guarantor of identity preservation
in a “hostile world” (Beer, 2019). A model of passive citizenship is imposed on society, where the
state assumes the function of distributing goods in exchange for total political loyalty and readiness
for mobilization. Ultimately, ideology performs the function of psychological and legal
preparation of the population for war. It removes moral barriers regarding violence against Ukraine
by presenting aggression as a “sacred mission” to protect invented traditional values.

The institutional and legal environment of the Russian Federation was purposefully
transformed to ensure the stability of the authoritarian vertical. The war against Ukraine became
the logical conclusion of this transformation, where the militarization of management, the
degradation of law, and the corporatization of the special services formed a single mechanism of
aggressive regime survival.

Conclusions. The war against Ukraine is an inherent component of the contemporary
institutional nature of the Russian Federation. The monocentrism of power, the dominance of
security corporations, the controllability of justice, and the ideological intoxication of society have
created a system incapable of peaceful transformation. The institutional and legal factors of
aggression are deeply rooted in the evolution of Russian authoritarianism.

The militarization of the Russian Federation is not just a political choice but a functional
state of the modern Russian state. Any attempt at de-escalation poses a threat to the material
interests of the Russian elite, as peaceful coexistence requires a return to legal norms incompatible
with their model of extracting economic advantages. War has become the basis for the legitimation
and enrichment of dominant clans, making external aggression an irreversible vector until the
existing system is completely dismantled institutionally.

The deliberate degradation of constitutional norms and the withdrawal from the
international legal field were necessary conditions for the invasion. Without the destruction of the
independent court and parliament, the decision to launch a major war would have been
institutionally impossible. Security clans and state monopolies feed on conflict, gaining colossal
profits and power through it. War has legalized the redistribution of property. For security factions,
peace is an economically harmful state because it requires transparency and legal guarantees,
which are incompatible with their management model.

Any peace agreements that do not involve the institutional dismantling of the power
vertical and a return to a genuine separation of powers in the Russian Federation will be temporary.
Without restoring the rule of law and eliminating the siloviki’s monopoly on assets, Russia’s
aggressive revisionism will remain a constant threat to humanity. Ukraine’s struggle is not only a
defense of territories but a confrontation with a model where the power of law is replaced by the
law of power. Global security is possible only under the condition of a complete overhaul of the
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institutional nature of Russian statehood, which currently operates as a transnational corporation
of aggression.

EU EDUCATIONAL DIPLOMACY IN THE DIGITAL ERA: NEW FORMATS

The article provides a comprehensive analysis of the transformation of the European
Union’s educational diplomacy in the digital era and identifies its role as a key instrument of soft
power in contemporary international relations. It is argued that educational diplomacy serves as
an important mechanism for shaping the EU’s positive international image, promoting
intercultural dialogue, disseminating European values, and strengthening international
cooperation in education and research. The study examines the main theoretical approaches to
educational diplomacy and its interconnection with cultural and public diplomacy. Particular
attention is paid to the impact of digital technologies on the transformation of traditional forms of
educational diplomacy. It is established that the implementation of digital platforms, online
courses, virtual academic exchanges, interactive learning environments, and social media
significantly expands audience reach, increases accessibility to educational resources, and
intensifies communication among participants of international programs. The key advantages of
digitalization are identified, including scalability, efficiency, interactivity, and the democratization
of access to education. At the same time, the article highlights major challenges associated with
digital educational diplomacy, such as the digital divide, unequal access to technology,
cybersecurity risks, difficulties in ensuring effective communication, and the need for cultural
adaptation of educational content. A comparative analysis of traditional and digital formats of
educational diplomacy is conducted, allowing for the identification of their strengths and
limitations. The study demonstrates that the most effective model for the development of EU
educational diplomacy lies in the integration of traditional and digital approaches, combining the
depth of interpersonal interaction with the scalability of digital communication. The prospects for
further development are associated with improving digital tools, enhancing security, and fostering
an inclusive global educational environment.

FRAMING AS A MECHANISM FOR CONSTRUCTING POLITICAL REALITY

The article provides a theoretical interpretation of framing as a mechanism for
constructing political reality in public discourse. The relevance of this research is determined by
the growing importance of communicative strategies in contemporary political interaction, where
not only facts or events themselves but also the ways in which they are presented and interpreted
play a crucial role. In conditions of information saturation and intensifying political competition,
interpretative frameworks increasingly shape the formation of the political agenda, the
legitimation of political decisions, and public perceptions of socially significant issues.

The aim of the article is to provide a theoretical generalization and systematization of
scholarly approaches to understanding framing as a means of presenting and meaningfully
structuring political reality in public discourse.

The methodological basis of the study is grounded in interdisciplinary approaches from
political communication, cognitive linguistics, and sociology. The research applies methods of
theoretical analysis, comparison, and synthesis of scholarly concepts, as well as a review of
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contemporary empirical studies on framing.

The article examines the key theoretical approaches to the analysis of framing developed
within cognitive linguistics, sociology, and media studies. The synthesis of these perspectives
allows frames to be understood as cognitive and communicative structures that determine the
selection and salience of information, shape causal interpretations, moral evaluations, and
perceptions of possible solutions to political problems. It is demonstrated that framing performs a
structural function in political discourse by integrating problem definition, causal interpretation,
moral evaluation, and recommendations for action.

The analysis of recent empirical research shows that framing is a dynamic and multi-level
process encompassing semantic, cognitive, and communicative dimensions of political
communication. The article reviews a typology of media framing that includes emphasis framing,
equivalence framing, framing through word choice and labeling, and narrative framing.
Particular attention is devoted to reframing as a strategic instrument of political communication
that involves changing interpretative frameworks through which political issues are presented.
Reframing can contribute either to the intensification of political polarization or to the de-
escalation of conflicts in public discourse.

The scientific novelty of the study lies in the systematization of theoretical and empirical
approaches to framing as a mechanism for the interpretative structuring of political reality. The
article concludes that political struggle unfolds not only at the level of facts and arguments but
also at the level of interpretative frameworks within which these facts acquire meaning for the
audience.

RELIGIOUS MEGA-EVENTS IN THE SYSTEM OF THE HOLY SEE'S PUBLIC
DIPLOMACY: WORLD YOUTH DAY AND JUBILEE YEARS

The article examines the transformation of the Holy See's public diplomacy toolkit through
the analysis of World Youth Day (WYD) and Jubilee Years as key religious mega-events. It reviews
their evolution from liturgical practices into effective platforms of global politics within a
polycentric system of international relations. The study highlights a model allowing the Vatican
to act as an autonomous global actor, forming direct communication channels with an
international audience outside traditional inter-state formats. Particular attention is focused on
conceptualizing the Holy See's ability to generate structural power that goes beyond traditional
soft power. It is argued that the mobilization of pilgrims ensures a conversion effect — the
transformation of symbolic religious capital into political influence. The implementation of these
large-scale events contributes to a positive international image of the Holy See, the translation of
universal values, and the strengthening of intercultural dialogue. The strategy of geographic
rotation of Vatican events towards the Global South is analyzed as a tool for expanding influence
networks and shaping future loyal elites. The vectors of this expansion demonstrate the shift of the
Vatican's focus to non-European arenas. It is substantiated that WYD serves as a strategic
mechanism of the Vatican's foreign policy aimed at forming a value dialogue and strengthening
the Church's authority among youth at the international level. Through these interconnected forms
of public diplomacy, the Holy See successfully shapes the global agenda and remains an influential
geopolitical player.

POLITICAL DETERMINANTS OF THE «STRATEGIC CULTURE» OF A
CONTEMPORARY MIDDLE POWER

Annotation: The article is devoted to the systematization and critical analysis of political
determinants of «strategic culture» in contemporary middle powers. Based on structural-
functional analysis of the latest research in strategic culture, six key groups of specifically political
determinants have been identified: political geography and geopolitics; collective (and largely
purposefully constructed) memory and traumatic experience, organizational socialization of elites
within power structures, identity and ideology, strategic narratives and discursive practices;
institutional architecture of civil-military relations. Comparative analysis of cases from Australia,
Pakistan, Canada, the EU, and India illustrates both common patterns and unique features of the
configurations of strategic cultures of middle powers. Particular attention is paid to India as a
«civilizationaly middle power with a distinctive configuration of determinants. the combination of
the principle of «strategic autonomyy, civilizational identity (vasudhaiva kutumbakam), the realist
tradition (Arthashastra), and new assertiveness.

The article demonstrates that collective memory functions as a politically managed
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resource of strategic communications and social mobilization rather than a mere background
factor. The organizational socialization of elites — specifically whether military, diplomatic, or
intelligence culture dominates the strategic establishment — is shown to be a critical variable
explaining divergent strategic behaviors across middle powers. The cases of Pakistan and India
serve as instructive contrasts: while Pakistan's strategic culture is dominated by the army's
organizational logic and the perception of the Indian threat, India's configuration is defined by
the duality between intelligence culture and strategic culture, the principle of non-alignment
transformed into assertive strategic autonomy, and civilizational identity.

The concept of «strategic subcultures» is advanced as a productive theoretical tool for
analyzing the security policies of middle powers, allowing simultaneous explanation of continuity
and change in strategic behavior while avoiding determinist and tautological pitfalls. It is argued
that fundamental shifts in strategic culture may occur through exogenous shocks, intra-political
competition between subcultures, and purposeful narrative reconstruction — or their combination,
generating cumulative effects. The ability of a middle power's strategic culture to adapt to non-
traditional threats is shown to be directly linked to the openness of its institutional architecture
and the absence of monopolization of strategic thinking by a single agency.

TRANSFORMATION OF UKRAINE'S INFORMATION SOCIETY IN THE
CONTEXT OF EUROPEAN INTEGRATION: A POLITICAL SCIENCE ANALYSIS

The article provides a political science analysis of the transformation of Ukraine’s
information society in the context of European integration. It examines the key characteristics of
the European information space, its principles of functioning, and its role in shaping
contemporary models of public governance.

The study identifies the main stages of the development of Ukraine’s information society,
including digital state formation, the implementation of e-governance, strengthening of
information security, and the development of citizens’ digital competencies.

1t is established that the information society represents a multidimensional transformation
that goes beyond technological modernization and includes profound changes in public
administration, democratic practices, and social consciousness. Information, knowledge, and
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digital resources are increasingly defining factors of political stability, economic competitiveness,
and international standing.

European integration is interpreted not only as a technological process of digitalization
but also as a transformation of political governance culture toward transparency, accountability,
openness, and efficiency, which form the basis of modern democratic governance.

The article highlights key institutional achievements, including the legal framework for
informatization, electronic document management systems, open data policies, the ProZorro
procurement system, and the Diia digital platform as a symbol of a service-oriented state. These
reforms reduce bureaucracy, limit corruption risks, and expand public oversight, thereby
strengthening democratic legitimacy.

Special attention is paid to the role of EU strategies and programs (Horizon Europe,
Erasmus+, Digital Europe) in modernizing Ukraine’s information policy and promoting European
values. This process contributes not only to technological development but also to the formation
of a new political culture and stronger public support for European integration.

In conditions of full-scale war, information security becomes a core element of state
resilience, requiring protection of critical infrastructure, development of strategic
communications, support for independent media, and international cybersecurity cooperation.

The development of digital democracy—through e-petitions, open budgets, civic
monitoring tools, and e-participation platforms—is identified as a strategic prerequisite for
building a European model of governance in Ukraine. At the same time, overcoming the digital
divide and improving digital literacy remain essential tasks.

It is argued that, unlike most EU states, digitalization in Ukraine performs not only a
modernization function but also a security function.

Thus, the development of the information society is a strategically necessary condition for
building a modern, democratic, secure, and competitive Ukrainian state. European integration
provides the political, legal, institutional, and technological framework for this transformation.

UNDERSTANDING THE EU-CHINA RELATIONS: EVOLUTION,
INSTITUTIONAL FRAMEWORK AND THE KEY AREAS OF COOPERATION

This article examines the development of EU-China relations through the
institutionalization of three key areas of cooperation: political dialogue, economic interaction,
and cultural exchanges. The analysis traces the emergence of structured political dialogue
beginning in the late 1990s to mid-2010s, when the European Commission introduced policy
frameworks aimed at strengthening cooperation with China. Subsequent strategic documents and
high-level dialogues contributed to the establishment of a more coordinated and institutionalized
partnership. In the economic sphere, the study highlights the rapid expansion of trade and
investment relations between the EU and China, demonstrating how economic interdependence
has become one of the defining characteristics of bilateral relations despite periodic tensions
regarding market access, regulatory standards, and trade imbalances. In addition to political and
economic cooperation, the article emphasizes the growing importance of cultural and educational
exchanges. Programs promoting academic mobility, cultural interaction, and civil society
cooperation have gradually strengthened the social foundations of the partnership. Initiatives such
as the EU-China High-Level People-to-People Dialogue and educational mobility programs have
played a significant role in fostering mutual understanding and supporting long-term cooperation
between the two actors. Overall, the article argues that EU-China relations have developed into
a complex and multi-dimensional partnership shaped by both cooperation and competition. The
institutionalization of political dialogue, economic engagement, and cultural exchange has
created a framework that allows both sides to manage differences while maintaining areas of
mutually beneficial collaboration.

Introduction. The relationship between the European Union (EU) and the People’s
Republic of China (PRC) has evolved significantly over the past decades, transforming from
limited economic engagement into a comprehensive strategic partnership encompassing political,
economic, and cultural dimensions. China and the European Union declared their “Comprehensive
Strategic Partnership” in 2003, marking an important stage in the evolution of bilateral relations.
The intention behind this framework was to elevate cooperation beyond trade and investment
issues toward addressing global political and security challenges. From China’s perspective, the
EU represented a valuable partner for several reasons. First, Europe’s geopolitical position was
perceived as relatively independent, not being directly shaped by communist ideology or by
American strategic dominance. Second, the strong economic growth and technological
development of European countries were viewed by Chinese leaders as highly attractive and
promising for cooperation and modernization efforts (Casarini, 2006; Brown & Crossick, 2008).

The origins of EU-China relations can be traced to the early 1970s, when the visit of
European Commission Vice-President Christopher Soames to Beijing in 1970 initiated official
contacts between the European Economic Community (EEC) and the People’s Republic of China
(Smith, 2013).

However, the institutional and legal framework of the relationship developed gradually.
The institutional foundations of EU-China economic relations were established through the 1978
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Trade Agreement between the European Economic Community (EEC) and China, followed by the
1985 Trade and Cooperation Agreement, which remains the principal legal framework governing
bilateral trade and economic cooperation.

A new phase in the EU-China relations began after signing the Maastricht Treaty in 1992,
which established the European Union and strengthened its role as an international political actor.
In the following years, the European Commission issued several policy documents aimed at
strengthening Europe’s engagement with Asia and China in particular, including Towards a New
Asia Strategy (European Commission, 1994) and A Long-Term Policy for China—Europe
Relations (European Commission, 1995). These documents laid the foundations for a more
coherent EU policy toward China and signaled the growing strategic importance of Asia in
European external relations.

By the beginning of the 21st century, the core areas of the EU-China cooperation included
political dialogue (including human rights dialogue), trade and economic cooperation,
collaboration in science and technology, and the development of people-to-people contacts and
cultural exchange (European Commission, 2003; Casarini, 2006).

The aim of the article is to examine the development of EU-China relations through the
institutionalization of three key areas of cooperation: political dialogue, economic interaction, and
people-to-people exchanges during the period of the 1990s through the mid-2010s.

Political Dialogue

Institutionalized political dialogue between the European Union and China began to take
shape in the late 1990s. A key milestone was the European Commission communication “Building
a Comprehensive Partnership with China” adopted in 1998, which laid the foundation for a more
structured and strategic engagement between the two actors (European Commission, 1998). The
document aimed to strengthen political dialogue, expand economic cooperation, and promote
mutual understanding between the EU and China. Importantly, it facilitated the development of
direct high-level political communication between Chinese and European leaders. Analytically,
the 1998 communication marked the EU’s first attempt to approach China not merely as a trade
partner but as an emerging geopolitical actor whose growing influence required a coordinated
European policy response (Smith, 2013). Further institutionalization of the EU policy toward
China occurred with the adoption of the European Commission document “EU Strategy towards
China: Implementation of the 1998 Communication and Future Steps for a More Effective EU
Policy” in 2001 (European Commission, 2001). This strategy reaffirmed the EU’s commitment to
deepening political and economic relations and coincided with the EU’s strong support for China’s
accession to the World Trade Organization in December 2001. China’s entry into the WTO
accelerated domestic economic reforms and further integration into the global economy. From a
strategic perspective, the EU’s support for China’s WTO membership reflected a broader
expectation that economic integration would gradually encourage regulatory convergence and
promote China’s integration into the liberal international order (Shambaugh, 2004).

The development of EU-China relations gained additional impetus in the early 2000s. The
European Commission adopted the policy papers “EU-China: A Comprehensive Strategic
Partnership” (European Commission, 2002) and “4 Maturing Partnership — Shared Interests and
Challenges in EU-China Relations” (European Commission, 2003). These documents reaffirmed
the goals of the 1998 communication while further specifying priority areas of cooperation.
Notably, the 2003 policy paper marked an important shift in the EU’s perception of China,
describing it as a “key global actor” with whom the EU should share responsibilities in global
governance (European Commission, 2003; Sajdak, 2013).

In this context, EU-China relations gradually evolved from a framework primarily focused
on bilateral economic cooperation toward broader engagement in global governance and
international policy coordination (Casarini, 2006; Smith, 2013).

This conceptual shift signaled a transition in EU policy from viewing China primarily
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through the lens of economic engagement toward recognizing its growing political and strategic
significance in global governance structures.

Despite these developments, significant disagreements persisted. Among the most sensitive
issues were the EU arms embargo imposed on China following the events of 1989 and the question
of China’s market economy status in EU anti-dumping investigations. These tensions contributed
to political debates within EU institutions, particularly between the European Parliament and the
European Council, leading to a reassessment of EU policy toward China.

These disagreements illustrated the structural tension within the EU—China relations
between economic pragmatism and the EU’s normative commitments regarding human rights and
regulatory standards (Cassarini, 2016).

In response, the European Commission issued the communication “EU-China: Closer
Partners, Growing Responsibilities” in 2006 (European Commission, 2006). The document
reaffirmed the strategic partnership while also highlighting challenges in trade relations, including
concerns about transparency, fair competition, and intellectual property protection. It also
emphasized the need to update the outdated 1985 Trade and Cooperation Agreement between the
European Community and China. This policy adjustment reflected a more cautious and pragmatic
phase in the EU-China relations, where cooperation was increasingly accompanied by calls for
reciprocity and regulatory alignment.

Since the late 2000s, the EU—China relations have continued to evolve through the
expansion of institutional dialogue mechanisms, including annual EU-China summits, high-level
strategic dialogues, ministerial meetings, and numerous sectoral cooperation platforms. The global
financial crisis of 2008 further intensified interaction between the two actors, strengthening
cooperation in economic governance, science and technology, and people-to-people exchanges.
China's interest in Europe began to grow after the global financial crisis of 2008, which is
associated with the spread of the Chinese concept to the European region (Rolland, 2017). The
practical implementation of this concept is characterized by a gradual increase in the number of
Chinese companies, investments and projects in Europe. The coming to power of the fifth
generation of Chinese leadership in 2012 marked the beginning of a new stage in China’s foreign
policy. In 2013, Chinese President Xi Jinping introduced the concept of the “One Belt, One Road”
initiative — later known as the “Belt and Road Initiative” — aimed at strengthening economic
connectivity and cooperation between countries in Asia, Europe, the Middle East, and Africa. The
initiative was first articulated in a series of speeches by Xi Jinping in Kazakhstan and Indonesia in
2013, where he proposed the creation of the “Silk Road Economic Belt” and the “21st Century
Maritime Silk Road” (Xi, 2013; National Development and Reform Commission, 2015).
Consequently, the EU-China relations have gradually transformed into a complex and multi-
layered partnership combining strategic cooperation, economic interdependence, and persistent
political tensions.

Economic Engagement

Trade and economic relations between China and the European Union represent one of the
most dynamic and resilient dimensions of their overall partnership. Over the past decades, bilateral
trade has expanded significantly, despite temporary fluctuations caused by exchange rate volatility
during the global financial crisis and the European sovereign debt crisis. Following the
establishment of the Comprehensive Strategic Partnership in 2003, trade between China and the
European Union expanded rapidly during the early 2000s. Between 2003 and 2008, bilateral trade
more than doubled, with China becoming one of the EU’s largest trading partners (European
Commission, 2006; Eurostat, 2010).

This rapid expansion of trade illustrates the growing economic interdependence between
the EU and China, which gradually became one of the defining features of their bilateral
relationship (Eurostat, 2010). Despite the launch of the EU-China High-Level Economic and
Trade Dialogue in 2008, bilateral trade experienced a temporary slowdown as a result of the global
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financial crisis. According to Eurostat data, EU exports to China amounted to approximately €78.4
billion in 2008, while imports from China reached around €247 billion (Eurostat, 2010).
Nevertheless, trade relations recovered quickly in the following years.

The crisis revealed both the vulnerability and resilience of EU-China economic relations,
highlighting their deep integration within global value chains.

By the early 2010s, China had emerged as one of the European Union’s most important
trading partners. While the United States remained China’s largest export market for many years,
the European Union also became a major destination for Chinese exports. In the mid-2010s,
Chinese exports to the United States amounted to approximately $430 billion, while exports to EU
member states together reached nearly $480 billion (World Bank, 2018; UN Comtrade, 2018).
However, economic cooperation has not been free from tensions. Disagreements have periodically
emerged regarding market access, investment conditions, state subsidies, dumping practices, and
regulatory transparency. Many of these issues stem from structural differences between the
economic models of China and the European Union. These disagreements illustrate the complex
balance between economic cooperation and economic competition that characterizes
contemporary EU-China relations. At the same time, both sides have continued to expand
cooperation in new sectors. In September 2015, the European Union and China signed a Joint
Declaration on 5G Cooperation, aimed at strengthening collaboration in the development of
next-generation telecommunications technologies (European Commission, 2015). Cooperation in
science, technology, and innovation has increasingly become a mutually beneficial and
complementary aspect of bilateral relations. As two of the world’s largest economic actors, the
European Union and China play a significant role in shaping the stability and development of the
global economy. Their continued cooperation contributes to the functioning of global economic
governance and supports the expansion of international trade. The current configuration of EU—
China economic relations has been shaped by decades of negotiations, policy adjustments, and
periodic economic and political tensions. The evolution of EU-China economic cooperation
demonstrates that, despite recurring disagreements and structural differences, both sides remain
interested in maintaining a pragmatic partnership based on mutual economic interests and
interdependence.

Cultural Exchange

Alongside the deepening of economic relations, the “social dimension” of EU-China
cooperation gradually gained increasing importance and eventually became one of the key areas
of bilateral relations. By the early 2000s, particularly after the establishment of the Comprehensive
Strategic Partnership, social and cultural interaction had become an increasingly structured
component of EU—China engagement. As noted in EU policy discourse, people-to-people
exchanges were increasingly viewed as an important pillar of bilateral relations, strengthening
“mutual understanding and trust between societies” (European Commission, 2003).

The first step toward developing structured cultural cooperation between the European
Union and China occurred in December 2003 during a meeting between European Commissioner
Viviane Reding and Chinese Minister of Culture Sun Jiazheng. Since then, the dialogue has
developed through regular meetings and consultations between the two sides. The importance of
strengthening cooperation in education and culture was further emphasized in the Joint Statement
of the EU-China Summit in September 2006, which described educational and cultural exchanges
as the “social and cultural foundation for the sustainable development of the comprehensive
strategic partnership between the EU and China” (Council of the European Union, 2006).

Further progress was achieved in October 2007 during the visit of European Commissioner
for Education, Training, Culture and Youth Jan Figel' and Chinese Minister of Education Zhou Ji
to Beijing. During this visit, the Joint Declaration on Education, Training and Culture was signed,
highlighting “the growing importance of cultural diversity for sustainable development” and
calling for stronger support for “expanding cultural exchanges and cooperation between China and
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the European Union” (European Commission & Ministry of Education of the PRC, 2007).

Shortly thereafter, cooperation in education and culture was further strengthened through
the Joint Declaration on Multilingualism signed in January 2009, which recognized
multilingualism as “a key component of intercultural dialogue and mutual understanding”
(European Commission, 2009).

In November 2009, Chinese Premier Wen Jiabao and European Commission President Jose
Manuel Barroso agreed to establish the EU-China Cultural Forum. The forum, first held in 2010,
focused on issues related to cultural exchanges, cooperation between cultural institutions, and
exchanges among cultural professionals.

An important milestone in strengthening the social dimension of EU—China relations
occurred in 2012, when the EU—-China High-Level People-to-People Dialogue (HPPD) was
established at the EU-China Summit. The initiative was designed to promote cooperation in
education, culture, youth policy, and multilingualism, with the aim of strengthening mutual
understanding between European and Chinese societies (European Commission, 2012). The HPPD
complemented the already existing High-Level Strategic Dialogue and High-Level Economic and
Trade Dialogue, forming the third pillar of the EU-China institutional dialogue framework. In
other words, EU-China cooperation created a new platform of interaction in which not only
political and economic actors, but also universities, cultural institutions, and representatives of
civil society could exchange ideas and experiences. The importance of this dimension was
reaffirmed in the Joint Communication: Elements for a New EU Strategy on China, adopted in
2016, which emphasized the need to strengthen cooperation in “education, culture, youth, research
and people-to-people exchanges” (European Commission & High Representative, 2016).

One of the most dynamic instruments supporting these exchanges has been the Erasmus+
Programme. Over the years, thousands of students and academic staff have benefited from EU—
China mobility schemes according to the Erasmus+ Programme statistics. With numerous Chinese
universities participating in Erasmus+ and Erasmus Mundus projects, China has become an
important partner country contributing to the modernization and internationalization of higher
education systems.

Conclusion

The evolution of relations between the European Union and the People’s Republic of China
demonstrates the gradual transformation of bilateral interaction into a comprehensive and multi-
layered partnership. Initially grounded primarily in trade and economic cooperation, the EU-China
relations have expanded over time to include structured political dialogue and an increasingly
significant social and cultural dimension. These three pillars — political, economic, and cultural
cooperation — together form the institutional architecture of contemporary EU—China relations.

Political dialogue has played a crucial role in establishing a framework for strategic
communication and coordination on global issues. Through regular summits, strategic dialogues,
and institutional mechanisms, both sides have sought to manage differences while promoting
cooperation in areas of shared interest, including global governance, sustainable development, and
international stability.

At the same time, economic cooperation has remained the most dynamic component of the
partnership. The EU and China have become deeply interconnected through trade, investment, and
participation in global trade chains. Despite recurring disagreements related to market access,
regulatory standards, and trade practices, both sides continue to recognize the mutual benefits of
economic engagement.

Finally, the growing importance of cultural and educational exchanges reflects an
understanding that sustainable international partnerships require broader societal interaction
beyond governmental and economic actors. Educational cooperation, academic mobility, cultural
exchanges, and civil society engagement contribute to strengthening mutual understanding and
building long-term trust between European and Chinese societies.
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Taken together, the development of these three dimensions illustrates the complexity and
adaptability of the EU—China relations. While tensions and competing interests persist, the
institutionalized mechanisms of political dialogue, economic cooperation, and cultural exchange
provide a framework through which both actors continue to navigate challenges and pursue areas
of mutually beneficial collaboration.

THE ROLE OF POLITICAL MARKETING IN SHAPING PUBLIC POLICIES:
EVIDENCE FROM UKRAINE

Public policies are increasingly shaped not only by institutional decision-making processes
but also by communication strategies and marketing practices. While political marketing has
traditionally been studied in the context of electoral competition, its role in the design, promotion,
and legitimization of public policies remains understudied. This gap is particularly evident in
emerging democracies, where governments rely on public trust and societal mobilization to
advance reforms and maintain resilience during crises.

This article examines the role of political marketing in shaping public policies in Ukraine.
Drawing on agenda-setting theory (McCombs & Shaw; Cobb & Elder) and public policy
frameworks such as Kingdon’s Multiple Streams and Baumgartner and Jones’s Punctuated
Equilibrium, the study applies a qualitative policy analysis. Empirical materials include Ukrainian
government strategies, official communication campaigns, media discourse, and sociological
surveys, complemented by reports from international organizations such as IFES, NDI, and
USAID.

The findings suggest that political marketing in Ukraine has expanded beyond electoral
campaigns to become a central mechanism for constructing and legitimizing public policies.
Through framing, branding, and storytelling, policymakers have managed to transform societal
concerns into state priorities. Case studies illustrate how digital transformation policies were
branded through the Diia platform, how Euro-Atlantic integration became embedded in political
discourse as a national policy priority, and how wartime resilience campaigns mobilized public
support for defense and reconstruction.

The Ukrainian experience demonstrates that political marketing is not merely a tool of
persuasion but a vital instrument for shaping and sustaining public policies under conditions of
crisis and democratic transformation. The article contributes to both theoretical debates on
agenda-setting and practical discussions on the institutionalization of policy marketing in
emerging democracies.

INTRODUCTION. In recent decades, public policy research has increasingly emphasized
the role of communication, framing, and public opinion in shaping agendas and outcomes. Earlier
approaches focused mainly on institutions and interests, but in the digital era political actors rely
on strategic communication and marketing to design and legitimize policies. Political marketing,
once tied mainly to electoral competition, now helps governments align societal concerns with
policy priorities and secure legitimacy (Lees-Marshment, 2001; Newman, 1999).

It adapts tools from commercial marketing—branding, segmentation, framing,
storytelling—to the policy sphere. Market-oriented actors continuously gather feedback and adjust
policies in response to citizen demands. This process directly affects agenda-setting, the stage
where issues are selected and prioritized within the policy cycle (Cobb & Elder, 1972; McCombs
& Shaw, 1972).

Yet the intersection of political marketing and public policy remains underexplored. Most
studies focus on electoral communication in established democracies, while in emerging
democracies marketing is more critical for sustaining legitimacy under pressure (Ormrod, 2017).
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Ukraine illustrates this dynamic vividly. Since the 2014 Revolution of Dignity, the country
has advanced European integration, transparency, and digital modernization. The Russian invasion
in 2022 created existential challenges, making political marketing essential for both mobilization
and policy legitimacy. Initiatives such as Diia (digital governance), Euro-Atlantic integration
branding, and wartime resilience campaigns show how communication translates societal
expectations into policy priorities (IFES, 2022; USAID, 2023).

This article examines the role of political marketing in shaping public policies in Ukraine,
focusing on agenda-setting and communication functions. By combining theoretical frameworks
and case analysis, it highlights marketing’s dual role as both persuasive and policy-shaping,
particularly in contexts of democratic transformation and crisis governance.

Objectives

The article aims to analyze the role of political marketing in shaping and promoting public
policies in Ukraine. Although widely studied in electoral competition, its influence on policy
design, communication, and legitimization remains underexplored (Lees-Marshment, 2001).
Using Ukraine as a case study, the article contributes theoretically and empirically to literature on
the intersection of political marketing and public policy.

To achieve this, the study addresses three research questions:

. How does political marketing translate societal concerns into public policy
priorities in Ukraine?

. Which mechanisms—framing, branding, storytelling, digital tools—are most
significant in promoting policies?

. How does the Ukrainian experience differ from other emerging democracies,
especially under war and democratic transformation?

By answering these questions, the study highlights political marketing’s dual role as both
persuasive and policy-shaping. The Ukrainian case illustrates how marketing not only sets agendas
but also sustains policies in contexts of crisis and systemic change (IFES, 2022; USAID, 2023).

MATERIALS AND METHODS. This study employs a qualitative research design to
examine how political marketing shapes public policies in Ukraine. Given the multidimensional
nature of marketing—covering communication strategies, framing, branding, and feedback
mechanisms—qualitative policy analysis offers an effective approach to capture symbolic and
discursive dimensions. Unlike quantitative studies that mainly measure attitudes or electoral
outcomes, this method allows for a nuanced exploration of how narratives are constructed, resonate
with the public, and become institutionalized in policy agendas.

The research is guided by complementary theoretical perspectives. Agenda-setting theory
explains how issues gain prominence and enter governmental agendas, underlining the role of
communication in shaping perceptions of policy importance (McCombs & Shaw, 1972; Cobb &
Elder, 1972). Public policy frameworks add further insight: Kingdon’s Multiple Streams
Framework illustrates how problems, policies, and politics converge; Baumgartner and Jones’s
Punctuated Equilibrium Theory shows how bursts of change follow shifts in public attention; and
Sabatier’s Advocacy Coalition Framework highlights how coalitions employ persuasion to
promote beliefs (Kingdon, 1995; Baumgartner & Jones, 1993; Sabatier & Jenkins-Smith, 1993).
Finally, political marketing scholarship extends commercial logics such as branding,
segmentation, and storytelling to governance, situating marketing as a tool embedded in the entire
policy cycle (Lees-Marshment, 2001; Newman, 1999; Ormrod, 2017).

Ukraine was selected as a focal case because of its democratic transformation after 2014,
the crisis conditions created by the 2022 Russian invasion, and the innovative use of branding and
digital campaigns by the Ministry of Digital Transformation and the Office of the President. These
factors provide a unique context for analyzing how political marketing contributes to both
mobilization and legitimacy.

Empirical material combines multiple sources to ensure triangulation. It includes official
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policy documents, governmental programs, and reform strategies; communication campaigns such
as Diia, Euro-Atlantic integration messages, and wartime projects like Army of Drones; and media
and digital discourse from television, press releases, and platforms like Facebook or Telegram.
The study also draws on sociological surveys from KIIS, the Razumkov Center, and the Rating
Group, as well as international reports by IFES, NDI, USAID, and Transparency International.
This diversity allows for a holistic understanding of how marketing operates across levels of the
policy process.

The analysis proceeded in three stages. First, content analysis identified narratives, frames,
and branding techniques in government strategies and communication outputs. Second, case study
analysis focused on three emblematic policies: digital transformation through Diia, Euro-Atlantic
integration, and wartime resilience campaigns. Third, a comparative reflection situated Ukraine
within the wider context of emerging democracies such as Poland, Georgia, and Moldova,
providing insights into whether Ukraine represents a unique trajectory or part of a broader pattern.

Like any qualitative study, this research faces limitations. Dependence on publicly
available documents risks overemphasizing official narratives, while informal practices may
remain underexplored. Furthermore, the wartime environment makes findings time-bound, as
contexts may evolve rapidly. Nevertheless, triangulation across diverse sources and methods
strengthens the validity and reliability of the conclusions (IFES, 2022; USAID, 2023).

POLITICAL MARKETING AND PUBLIC POLICIES: A GENERAL
PERSPECTIVE. Political marketing is traditionally defined as the adaptation of commercial
marketing techniques to the political sphere, with early studies focusing primarily on electoral
competition (Newman, 1999; Lees-Marshment, 2001). Scholars emphasized how campaigns
identify voter preferences, design responsive platforms, and communicate messages to maximize
electoral support. Yet limiting political marketing to elections overlooks its growing relevance in
the policy domain. Once electoral promises are made, governments continue to rely on marketing
tools to design, frame, and promote public policies, thereby ensuring legitimacy and societal
acceptance.

The distinction between electoral and policy marketing lies in their scope and objectives.
While electoral marketing aims at winning votes, policy marketing seeks to transform promises
into concrete reforms, communicate them effectively, and sustain trust throughout
implementation. It extends marketing logics—framing, branding, and storytelling—into the policy
cycle, reinforcing agenda-setting and legitimization (McCombs & Shaw, 1972; Cobb & Elder,
1972). In this sense, political marketing functions as both a persuasive device and a mechanism
that shapes policy outcomes.

Mechanisms of Political Marketing

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As illustrated in Figure 1, the core mechanisms include framing, branding, storytelling, and
digital tools, which together create a comprehensive strategy for policy promotion and legitimacy.

Theoretical perspectives on public policy help explain this evolution. Kingdon’s Multiple
Streams Framework shows how problems, policies, and politics converge, creating opportunities
for action. Marketing accelerates this convergence by drawing attention to issues, packaging
solutions attractively, and mobilizing support. Baumgartner and Jones’s Punctuated Equilibrium
Theory underscores how shifts in public attention often trigger bursts of policy change, frequently
initiated through communication campaigns (Baumgartner & Jones, 1993). In short, political
marketing not only amplifies attention but also channels it into institutional outcomes.

Empirical examples from established democracies illustrate these dynamics. In the United
Kingdom, David Cameron’s Big Society reform was presented through branding and narrative
construction, simplifying complex governance changes into an engaging idea. In the United States,
debates over the Affordable Care Act highlighted how competing marketing strategies could
advance or undermine policy legitimacy. In Poland, judicial reforms were framed as restoring
sovereignty, showing how symbolic branding legitimized contested policies. These cases confirm
that public policies today are not only drafted but actively marketed to diverse constituencies.

From a normative perspective, the use of marketing in policymaking presents both
opportunities and risks. On one hand, it enhances democratic responsiveness by ensuring that
reforms reflect citizens’ preferences and are communicated in accessible ways. On the other hand,
it risks oversimplification or manipulation, privileging symbolic gestures over substantive
outcomes (Entman, 1993). For this reason, analyzing political marketing as part of the policy
process is crucial for understanding its dual potential: as a driver of legitimacy and as a source of
possible distortion.

In summary, political marketing has moved beyond electoral arenas to become integral to
modern governance. It influences agenda-setting, policy design, and communication, providing
tools to translate complex reforms into recognizable narratives. By embedding itself within the
policy cycle, political marketing functions as a central instrument of legitimacy and effectiveness
in both stable and crisis-prone democracies.

THE UKRAINIAN CONTEXT

Ukraine provides a particularly revealing case for understanding the role of political
marketing in shaping public policies. Since independence in 1991, the country has experienced
profound political, economic, and social changes, but the Revolution of Dignity in 2013-2014
marked a decisive turning point. It redefined foreign policy toward European integration and
institutional reform, while also reshaping domestic politics. In this environment, governments
increasingly recognized that reforms required effective communication and legitimacy through
public engagement, and political marketing became a critical instrument for agenda-setting and
policy promotion (IFES, 2022).

Post-Maidan administrations faced the challenge of implementing ambitious reforms while
rebuilding trust in political institutions. Public dissatisfaction with corruption and weak
governance created pressure for rapid change, yet decentralization, judicial reform, and anti-
corruption measures were complex and controversial. To make these acceptable, authorities used
framing and branding, presenting decentralization as community empowerment and democracy-
building rather than administrative restructuring. In this way, marketing tools connected technical
measures with societal expectations (Transparency International, 2023).

The 2019 election of Volodymyr Zelensky accelerated the integration of marketing into
governance. His campaign, based on his media persona, was a textbook example of electoral
marketing. Once in office, his administration extended this logic to policymaking, emphasizing
continuous communication, digital engagement, and branding of reforms. The Ministry of Digital
Transformation’s Diia platform became not only a service but a national brand of modernization,

resonating domestically and abroad. Similarly, Euro-Atlantic integration was marketed as a policy
identity tied to prosperity, security, and belonging to Europe (NDI, 2022).

The Russian invasion of 2022 further transformed the role of political marketing. Wartime
governance required sustaining unity, mobilizing resources, and securing international support.
Campaigns such as Army of Drones and resilience narratives framed defense and reconstruction
policies in terms of solidarity and sacrifice. Digital platforms became essential for real-time
communication, enabling rapid mobilization and fundraising. At the same time, coherent
international messaging contributed to foreign aid, sanctions against Russia, and recognition of
Ukraine’s EU candidate statusduring (Shmalenko, O., Ivchenko, O., & Polishchuk, 1., 2025).

Traditional media remain important, but social media platforms—Facebook, Telegram,
Instagram, TikTok—have become central to interactive communication, feedback collection, and
targeted messaging. They allow the government to reach different social groups, from youth to
veterans, and to embed policies in compelling narratives.

As summarized in Table 1, Ukraine demonstrates the evolution of political marketing from
an electoral tool into a central mechanism of public policy. Post-Maidan reforms highlighted
communication as a condition of legitimacy, Zelensky institutionalized market-oriented
governance, and the war underscored the strategic role of marketing in mobilization and resilience.
Together these developments make Ukraine a unique and highly relevant case for studying the
intersection of political marketing and public policies.

MECHANISMS OF POLITICAL MARKETING IN PUBLIC POLICIES

The integration of political marketing into public policy relies on mechanisms that help
transform societal concerns into priorities, frame them persuasively, and secure legitimacy during
implementation. In the Ukrainian case, four mechanisms stand out—framing, branding,
storytelling, and digital tools—each reflecting broader communication theories and providing
practical strategies for governance under crisis.

Framing defines issues in ways that shape public perception (Entman, 1993). In Ukraine,
decentralization was presented not as technical restructuring but as empowerment of communities,
while judicial reforms were framed as a fight against corruption. Such approaches made complex
reforms relevant to citizens’ daily concerns and mobilized support. During the war, defense and
security policies were framed as existential struggles for sovereignty, reinforcing commitment
even to costly measures.

Branding creates recognizable symbols and identities that make policies visible and
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memorable. The most prominent example is the Diia platform (Maksymova, 2025), which
consolidated digital services into a single brand symbolizing modernization and transparency.
Euro-Atlantic integration was likewise marketed as a national project, reinforced by EU and
NATO symbols and narratives of “return to Europe.” Even wartime initiatives such as Army of
Drones relied on branding to inspire pride and collective participation (IFES, 2022; USAID, 2023).

Storytelling links reforms to shared experiences and values, providing coherence and
meaning. Ukrainian authorities have situated modernization within narratives of democratic
transformation, presenting digitalization as part of becoming a 21st-century European democracy.
During the war, stories of soldiers, volunteers, and ordinary citizens were used to embed policies
of defense and reconstruction within a broader narrative of sacrifice and resilience.

Digital tools amplify these mechanisms by enabling real-time communication, feedback,
and mobilization. Social media platforms such as Facebook, Telegram, and TikTok became vital
for policy communication and engagement, while Diia itself functions both as an e-governance
service and as a feedback channel. Digital fundraising initiatives, including those for defense
equipment, directly connected citizens to policy outcomes, demonstrating how technology
personalizes engagement and strengthens responsiveness (ITU, UNIDO, & CEPS, 2025).

These mechanisms rarely operate in isolation. Framing provides interpretive meaning,
branding ensures recognizability, storytelling creates emotional resonance, and digital tools
broaden reach and participation. Together they form an integrated marketing strategy that shapes
not only the design of policies but also their societal reception. In Ukraine, this synergy has been
especially visible in the digital transformation agenda and wartime resilience campaigns,
underscoring the central role of political marketing in governance under conditions of democratic
transition and crisis.

CASE STUDIES

One of the most prominent examples of political marketing in Ukraine’s public policies is
the digital transformation agenda, symbolized by the Diia platform. Launched in 2020 by the
Ministry of Digital Transformation, Diia consolidated dozens of services into a single digital
interface. While technologically innovative, its success cannot be explained by efficiency alone.
The platform was deliberately branded as a lifestyle product with a sleek design, accessible
interface, and modern identity that associated the state with transparency and European modernity.
Framed as a “state in a smartphone,” it appealed particularly to younger generations, while
storytelling through campaigns and speeches emphasized how it simplified everyday lives. During
the war, Diia gained international recognition as a showcase of Ukraine’s digital resilience,
reinforcing both domestic legitimacy and external visibility (USAID, 2023).

Euro-Atlantic integration offers another clear case. Since the Revolution of Dignity,
membership in the EU and NATO became a central policy objective, not only pursued
diplomatically but also marketed as a brand. Consistent use of EU and NATO symbols alongside
Ukrainian identity framed integration as a return to Europe. Political speeches with slogans such
as “Ukraine is Europe” connected complex reforms with powerful narratives of belonging and
security. Storytelling further situated integration within a historical trajectory of liberation from
Soviet domination, resonating strongly with citizens. Opinion polls by KIIS and the Razumkov
Center confirm growing support, while the 2022 invasion reframed integration as existential,
turning it into a survival project. Branding Ukraine as the “frontline of Europe” helped mobilize
domestic support and international solidarity, contributing to the EU candidate status (NDI, 2022).

Wartime resilience illustrates how political marketing can serve as a survival strategy. The
Army of Drones initiative exemplified branding: a simple, powerful label that invited participation
and made defense policy tangible. Framing drones as symbols of technological ingenuity and
patriotism mobilized wide engagement, while storytelling about frontline soldiers linked citizen
contributions to real defense outcomes. More broadly, wartime communication embedded policies
in narratives of sacrifice and resilience, often voiced by President Zelensky in speeches that tied
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defense, reconstruction, and humanitarian aid into a single national story. Digital tools further
expanded reach, with Diia repurposed for fundraising and social media platforms disseminating
real-time appeals. This integration of branding, framing, storytelling, and digital engagement
enabled Ukraine to maintain legitimacy and mobilize resources even under existential threat (IFES,
2022).

Together, these case studies—Diia, Euro-Atlantic integration, and wartime resilience—
demonstrate how political marketing extends far beyond electoral competition. Policies were
transformed into recognizable brands, emotionally compelling narratives, and participatory
projects, ensuring legitimacy, mobilization, and international support.

As summarized in Table 2, the three case studies—Diia, Euro-Atlantic integration, and
Army of Drones—demonstrate different combinations of mechanisms, audiences, and effects, yet
all illustrate how political marketing strengthens legitimacy and mobilization.

COMPARATIVE INSIGHTS

The Ukrainian experience of political marketing in public policies can be better understood
when placed in a comparative perspective alongside other emerging democracies in Eastern
Europe, such as Poland, Georgia, and Moldova. These countries share a trajectory of post-
communist transition, democratic consolidation, and European integration efforts, yet their
approaches to political communication and policy marketing vary significantly. By examining
similarities and differences, it is possible to highlight both the uniqueness of Ukraine’s case and
the broader implications for public policy studies (Schedler, 1999; Hall, 1993).

A common feature is the increasing reliance on branding and framing to promote reforms
and legitimize public policies. In Poland, judicial reforms introduced by the Law and Justice Party
were framed as efforts to restore “national sovereignty” and marketed through nationalist branding.
Similarly, in Georgia, successive governments branded digitalization and anti-corruption
initiatives as symbols of modernization and European orientation. Moldova, despite more limited
resources, used communication campaigns to frame European integration as an opportunity for
stability and growth (Orenstein, 2009). These examples show that political marketing has become
a shared practice across post-communist democracies, reflecting the need to connect complex
reforms with emotionally resonant narratives.

Another similarity lies in the use of international identity as a branding strategy. Just as
Ukraine has marketed its EU and NATO aspirations as part of its national identity, Georgia
emphasized its “European choice,” while Moldova framed integration as a break from Russian
influence. These identity-based strategies illustrate how political marketing elevates foreign policy
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objectives into central elements of domestic public policies (Manners, 2002).

Despite these parallels, the Ukrainian case stands out in several respects. First, the scale
and sophistication of branding—exemplified by Diia and wartime initiatives such as Army of
Drones—are unparalleled in the region. Whereas Georgia and Moldova promoted reforms largely
through traditional communication, Ukraine effectively integrated digital platforms, social media,
and participatory campaigns into its policy marketing (McNair, 2011). This digital-first approach
reflects both the country’s relatively advanced IT sector and the urgency of wartime
communication.

Second, the role of crisis is more pronounced in Ukraine than in other emerging
democracies. While Poland, Georgia, and Moldova face instability and external pressures, Ukraine
is engaged in a full-scale war. This existential context turned political marketing into a survival
strategy, where defense, reconstruction, and resilience policies became inseparable from
campaigns mobilizing resources and sustaining morale (Lees-Marshment, 2019).

Third, Ukraine’s international communication dimension is uniquely strong. Policy
marketing targeted not only domestic citizens but also global stakeholders. Narratives portraying
Ukraine as the “frontline of Europe” proved crucial in securing aid, sanctions against Russia, and
EU candidate status. While Georgia and Moldova also seek international support, Ukraine’s
immediacy and effectiveness in global messaging highlight the exceptional role of marketing in
policy diplomacy (Nye, 2004).

The comparison suggests that political marketing is widespread but context-dependent in
emerging democracies. It reflects shared challenges—weak institutions, reform fatigue, and
legitimacy needs—but Ukraine illustrates how crisis conditions amplify its importance. Political
marketing becomes not supplementary but central to shaping, promoting, and sustaining public
policies (Sabatier, 2007).

The implications extend beyond the region. For scholars, Ukraine demonstrates that
political marketing must be integrated into public policy theory, especially in agenda-setting and
implementation. For practitioners, the case shows that effective communication—through
branding, storytelling, and digital engagement—can enhance legitimacy and resilience even under
extreme conditions (Kingdon, 1995; Baumgartner & Jones, 1993).

CONCLUSIONS.This article set out to examine the role of political marketing in shaping
public policies in Ukraine, with particular attention to its agenda-setting and communication
functions. Drawing on theoretical frameworks of agenda-setting, public policy analysis, and
political marketing (Cobb & Elder, 1972; McCombs & Shaw, 1972; Kingdon, 1995; Baumgartner
& Jones, 1993; Lees-Marshment, 2001), and applying qualitative analysis to Ukrainian policy
documents, communication campaigns, and media discourse, the study has demonstrated that
political marketing has become an essential component of governance in emerging democracies.

The findings highlight several key insights. First, political marketing in Ukraine has moved
beyond its traditional electoral focus and has become central to the policy process. By employing
mechanisms such as framing, branding, storytelling, and digital tools, policymakers have been able
to transform societal concerns into policy priorities, communicate reforms in accessible ways, and
sustain legitimacy throughout implementation. This evolution suggests that political marketing is
not merely a campaign instrument but a substantive driver of policy outcomes (Lees-Marshment,
2019).

Second, the case studies of digital transformation through Diia, Euro-Atlantic integration,
and wartime resilience campaigns illustrate the diversity of strategies through which marketing
contributes to public policies. Diia demonstrates how branding can turn a technical reform into a
recognizable and trusted national identity. Euro-Atlantic integration highlights the power of
framing and historical storytelling in embedding foreign policy objectives into domestic policy
agendas (Manners, 2002). Wartime campaigns such as Army of Drones show how marketing can
mobilize resources and maintain morale under existential conditions (IFES, 2022; USAID, 2023).

These examples reveal that political marketing can adapt flexibly to different policy domains while
serving the overarching goal of legitimacy and engagement.

Third, the comparative perspective underscores Ukraine’s distinctiveness while situating it
within broader regional trends. Like other emerging democracies, Ukraine relies on political
marketing to simplify complex reforms and link them to emotionally resonant narratives
(Orenstein, 2009). However, the scale of digital innovation, the intensity of wartime
communication, and the global dimension of Ukraine’s policy marketing make its case unique. In
this sense, Ukraine provides an exceptional example of how political marketing can be
institutionalized as part of the public policy process, especially under conditions of crisis (McNair,
2011).

From a theoretical standpoint, the study contributes to bridging the gap between political
marketing and public policy scholarship. It demonstrates that marketing should be considered not
only as a tool of persuasion but also as a mechanism that influences the entire policy cycle—from
agenda-setting and formulation to implementation and legitimation (Sabatier, 2007; Hall, 1993).
By integrating marketing logics into public policy analysis, scholars can develop a more
comprehensive understanding of how contemporary governance operates in both stable and
unstable environments.

From a practical standpoint, the findings have implications for policymakers in Ukraine
and beyond. Effective communication and marketing strategies can enhance public trust, increase
citizen engagement, and strengthen the legitimacy of reforms. However, reliance on marketing
also poses risks, including oversimplification, populism, and the prioritization of image over
substance. To mitigate these risks, governments must balance persuasive techniques with
transparency, accountability, and evidence-based policymaking (Schedler, 1999).

In conclusion, the Ukrainian experience demonstrates that political marketing is no longer
peripheral but central to the functioning of public policies. In emerging democracies and crisis
contexts, it becomes a vital instrument for translating public concerns into actionable policies,
sustaining legitimacy, and mobilizing both domestic and international support. The study suggests
that future research should further explore the institutionalization of policy marketing, its long-
term effects on governance, and its implications for democratic resilience. Ukraine, as both a
laboratory of reform and a battlefield of survival, offers valuable lessons on how political
marketing can shape not only electoral outcomes but the very substance of public policies.
